First Reading: Jeremiah 1:45, 1719 God tells Jeremiah

that he was chosen to be a prophet to the nations before he

had even been born. He also promises him strength and
protection, providing Jeremiah does as God asks.
Reflections It is a wonderful thing to be a follower of
Jesus, to be a member of a community of faith. We often
have hard choices to make. At times of hard choices, think
of the prophet Jeremiah and the Lord's words to hinajil

with you to deliver you."
Deliver may be a new word for some of us. We usually
think of a package being delivered! It can do nothing to
deliver itselfl When we can do nothing to help ourselves,
God brings us from a spiritual place of fear or etdl
another spiritual placea plae of strength and hope. This
