First Reading: Wisdom 7:7-11 

This poem discusses how the spirit of wisdom is far 

more beautiful than any riches could be. All gold is no 

more than sand when compared to the importance of 

wisdom, which often leads people to the other good 

things in life. 
 

Second Reading:  Hebrews 4:12-13 

God’s perception of people is called ―sharper than any 

two-edged sword.‖ God is able to know the thoughts and 

feelings of all his people. We can hide nothing from him, 

and will need to account for all he has seen in us. 
 

Gospel:  Mark 10:17-30 

A man asks Jesus how he can share in everlasting life. 

Jesus tells him to sell his possessions and travel with 

them. The man refuses and Jesus tells his disciples how 

difficult it is for a rich person to enter heaven if they are 

too concerned with their possessions. The disciples 

remind Jesus that they gave up everything for him, but 

he assures them they will be rewarded with everlasting

Reflecting on the readings  
 

First Reading: Wisdom 7:7-11 

Recall some of your favorite stories and fables when you 

were a child. Who were some of the characters you 

believe acted wisely? Consider, for example, "The 

Tortoise and the Hare" or "The Lion and the Mouse." 

Explain your choices. Recall a favorite story from the 

Bible. How does someone act wisely or unwisely in this 

story? Think about your own family's story. Share a wise 

decision that you or another member of your family 

made.  

Who or what can help people your age prefer wisdom to 

material things? Why is it often difficult to seek God's 

Kingdom before the things this world values? 

Second Reading:  Hebrews 4:12-13 

When you think of "God's word," how do you picture it? 

What symbols come to mind? How do you feel about the 

symbol of the two-edged sword? Why do you think the 

inspired author uses this symbol? Look back at today's 

first reading. How might God's word in these verses 

from Wisdom strike someone's conscience or heart? 

How might you allow it to change you?  

In what way can this reading help you to be more 

attentive to God's word? What clue does it give you 

about how to read aloud from the Bible? 

Gospel:  Mark 10:17-30 

Look back at this gospel story. Place yourself in the 

sandals of the rich young man. When you approach 

Jesus, what are you expecting? When you tell him about 

how you have kept the commandments, what are you 

hoping he will say? Why do you think Jesus looks at you 

with love? What is your reaction to the one thing more 

Jesus says you must do? What are you telling yourself as 

you go away sad? Might you feel differently later on? 

Why?  

In what ways do you already share or give away some of 

your possessions? What message is Jesus giving us 

about our attitudes towards riches? Do you think this 

gospel story has a happy ending? Why? 

 

A FAMILY PERSPECTIVE ~ In our family we are 

taught to respond to the needs of each other. But it does 

not stop there. Today’s gospel reminds us we have 

responsibility to our brothers and sisters across the world 

who are not from our immediate family. Families are 

designed to be launching pads, not dead ends.

Reflection:  Twenty-eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time—

In the first reading from the book of Wisdom, we heard 

about a wise man with a wise prayer, asking God for 

prudence and wisdom. Wisdom is personified as a beautiful 

woman, more precious than gold or silver.  The wise man 

prefers her to everything else: power, health, money and 

even to the light.  In her he finds countless riches, unlike 

the riches that can be weighed, like gold or silver. All good 

things came to him in her company!  If we pray for and are 

open to that kind of wisdom, we too will experience her in 

so many ways, through so many people!  In the letter to the 

Hebrews, we heard more about God’s wisdom. His Word is 

compared to a two-edged sword, which can lay bare the 

reflections and thoughts of every heart. God knows 

everything we think or do, and through His Word, we can 

begin to know ourselves. This reminds me of one of my 

very favorites Psalms, Psalm 139….You knit me in my 

mother’s womb..You know my heart…you know when I sit 

and when I stand…and my thoughts from afar. Isn’t it 

wonderful to know that He knows all this and still loves us?  

He continues to love us into life, every moment of every 

day? 

It is in the Gospel that we heard the overarching theme, the 

call of Jesus to live out lives out of that truth, that we are 

truly loved into life every day, and blessed with the graced 

wisdom to do it beautifully. The rich young man in the does 

answer that call by obeying the commandments, but wants 

to answer the call to even greater holiness.  Jesus, loving 

his desire, calls the man to give away what he has and says 

Come, follow Me!  Sadly, the man cannot do that and went 

away sadly.  Jesus then shares the story of the rich man, the 

camel and the eye of the needle…yes, it may be difficult to 

follow Jesus but with God, all things are possible.  With 

that graced wisdom of God within us, we can respond to 

the Gospel call, self-abandonment to God’s will.  Today is 

a day for discernment of gifts…what might God be calling 

us to…sometimes we need a little help from others to find 

out.  Let’s be open to His graced wisdom, the wisdom that 

is beautiful, precious and life-giving. (Adapted in part from

Recommendation:  On Thursday, October 15
th
, we will 

celebrate the feast of St. Teresa of Avila, one of the most 

extraordinary figures of the Catholic Church.  She was 

nearly 40, and had been a nun for 18 years when she 

experienced a profound conversion and a call to greater 

holiness, like the rich young man in the Gospel today.  The 

result was the Order of Discalced Carmelites, which she 

established with Saint John of the Cross.  She had many 

mystical experiences which she described in her 

Autobiography, her masterpiece, Interior Castle, and many 

other writings.  Pope Paul VI named her the first woman 

doctor of the church in 1970!  As far as I know, St. Teresa 

is responsible for these beautifully true thoughts. They 

challenge us follow Jesus, becoming His instruments with 

the same wisdom and love we reflected on in the above 

paragraph.  We are called to be the vehicles through which 

Christ sends blessings.  Our job is to get out of the way and 

let that sacred current flow through us unhindered. 

Christ has no body now on earth but yourséno hands 

but yourséno feet but yours! 

Yours are the eyes though which to look out Christõs 

compassion to the worldé 

Yours are the feet with which He is to go about doing 

good; 

Yours are the hands with which He is to bless others. 
 

Ritual: We continue with thoughts from Marlene Halpin, 

OP in her book, 189 Ways to Connect to God:  One of her 

ways is also connected with Teresa’s message to us:  

Compassion!  So many people, so many needs…how can 

we meet them all?  We cannot, because energy, financial 

resources, free time…all are limited.  How can we strike a 

balance between wearing ourselves out trying to do 

everything and hardening our hearts and doing nothing? It 

gets increasingly difficult.  We need to ask God to help us 

be as honestly generous as our time, responsibilities, means 

and energy allow.  May God make us alert and responsive 

to the movement of the Holy Spirit during this week—

Where does Christ need my hands, feet, eyes, hands to 

share His compassion with the world?  Through whom is 

He sending me that compassion?  We move through our 

week ahead praying for one another, that we remember 

these questions and answer them gratefully and gracefully.
