First Reading: Isaiah 53:10-11 

Isaiah speaks of how the Servant of God will have 

to give his life up for the sins of other people. 

Because of this suffering the Servant will receive 

eternal life for himself and all the people whose sins 

are forgiven because of him. 

 

Second Reading:  Hebrews 4:14-16 

Jesus is considered to be the new high priest and 

mediator between God and his people. Fortunately, 

Jesus has experienced the same temptations as other 

people, and so he has more tolerance of our 

weaknesses. 

 

Gospel:  Mark 10:35-45 

Two of the disciples ask Jesus that they be allowed 

to sit at his right and left side when he comes into 

his glory. Jesus explains that they should not be 

concerned with their position. Instead they should 

concern themselves with serving others just as Jesus 

was planning to serve many in giving his own life 

for their sins.

Reflecting on the readings  

 

First Reading: Isaiah 53:10-11 Who do you think 

of as the servants of God in your parish? How do 

they serve the Lord? In what ways are you and your 

family servants of the Lord? What sacrifices or 

sufferings did servants of God like Mother Teresa 

of Calcutta and Martin Luther King, Jr. make? How 

do you know that their suffering was not in vain?         

 

Second Reading:  Hebrews 4:14-16 

Can you recall a time when something a priest said 

or did helped you to recognize or resist temptation? 

Tell about it. How have parents, teachers or other 

adults helped you to avoid sin? In what ways have 

you alerted friends or younger children to 

temptations? How does Jesus as our great high 

priest help us?  Why does this reading say that we 

should turn to Jesus when we are weak and 

tempted? What are some of the ways in which Jesus 

might answer our prayer at such times?  

 

Gospel:  Mark 10:35-45 Who are some of the 

people in today's world who are considered great? 

How do they exercise their authority or make their 

importance felt? In what ways do you think their 

greatness differs from the greatness described by 

Jesus? Who are some of the people you have seen 

exercising Jesus' kind of greatness? In what ways 

have you served the needs of others?  Name three 

ways people can model for younger children what it 

means to be great in the eyes of the Lord.  When 

and how will you practice that greatness? 

 

A FAMILY PERSPECTIVE ~ Advice‖ books 

abound on marriage and parenting. Jesus tells us in 

today’s gospel the real secret: satisfying relationships 

depend on how well we sacrifice our needs to serve 

others. It is not about ―getting,‖ it’s about ―giving‖ the 

gift of ourselves. Life giving service is the sacrament of 

family life. If you feel like you are a servant to your 

children and spouse, then you are doing it right.

Reflection:  Twenty-ninth Sunday in Ordinary 

Time: In the first reading today, we heard about the 

suffering servant who through that suffering shall 

justify many.  We know Jesus fulfilled this 

prophecy and we know that there is often great 

suffering in our own lives.  How we view this 

suffering and life in general, will depend on where 

we are along the spectrum of possibilities.  When 

we look down into a lake, we see not only water, 

but stones at the bottom, seaweed, a few tadpoles or 

fish—it is a lovely view!  Imagine being at the 

bottom of the lake looking up…we see differently.  

The quality of light from above is hazy and strained, 

precious.  The bubbles escaping all around you 

happen to be your breath being dangerously spent.  

Your strongest impression is not really what you 

see, but what you need to get to the surface as soon 

as possible.  If you have to fight to get there, then 

you’ll fight.  Those who suffer know this.  

In the letter to the Hebrews we heard that God 

chose to live life from the bottom, in the flesh of a 

human being, Jesus Christ.  Through that 

experience, God knows about being born, being 

helpless, needing others, learning step by step how 

to do simple things.  Jesus grew in wisdom, age and 

grace.  He learned that the world can be harsh and 

cold, food can be scare, enemies can be many and 

friends can betray.  Jesus learned about crisis and 

abandonment, physical suffering and dying.  Our 

great high priest, as this letter calls Him, once knew 

life from the bottom and has not forgotten what it is 

like down here. 

In Mark’s Gospel today, Jesus teaches His friends 

to strive for the bottom, not the top, and He really 

meant it.  Are we called, like St. Francis of Assisi, 

to live on the streets and exercise great leadership 

from the bottom?  We probably are not, but Jesus 

does invite us to be personally dedicated to the 

world’s needs and strive to take a stand to help 

eliminate it.  (adapted from Exploring the Sunday 

Readings)

Ritual: We continue with thoughts from Marlene 

Halpin, OP in her book, 189 Ways to Connect to 

God.  In every Liturgy, we hear a powerful prayer 

right after the Our Father:  Deliver us Lord, from 

every evil and grant us peace in our day.  In Your 

mercy, keep us free from sin and protect us from all 

anxiety.  This week, let’s be very attentive to the 

strong words of this prayer … 

 

Deliver us Lord, from every evil and grant us peace 

in our day…we truly ask God for protection from 

the evil things we know (or don’t know) in our own 

lives and in the lives of those we love. 

 

In Your mercy, keep us free from sin --we-truly ask 

to be healed and liberated from those things that 

lead you 

 

Protect us from all anxiety--and. Then, delivered 

from outside evils and kept from inside sins, how 

well it followed that we be protected from all 

anxiety.  Do we allow God to do this for us? 

 

If we pray that prayer with all our hearts, we will 

more fully pray its glorious conclusion: 

For the kingdom, the power and the glory are 

yours, now and forever.  Amen.    

 

Let’s take this prayer seriously.  Be glad in God’s 

mercy, God’s protection, God’s freeing us from 

anxiety
