First Reading: Revelations 7:2-4, 9-14

John recounts for us the details of his vision. An angel
bearing the seal of the living God demands that the land
and sea not be destroyed; huge crowds stand before the
throne of the Lamb crying out that salvation comes from
God; angels gathered round and praised God; an elder
guestions John and explains that those dressed in white
are the ones who have survived the great period of trial.

Second Reading: 1 John 3:1-3

Once again John speaks to us of love. He points out to us
the great love that the Father has for us by allowing us to
be called children of God. John explains that the world
doesn't recognize us because it never recognized Jesus.
Our future will be revealed to us and in that light we
shall see him as he is.

Gospel: Matthew 5:1-12a

When Jesus saw the crowds of people he went up to the
mountainside gathered his disciples around him and
began to teach them. This lesson in love has come to be
known to us as the great "Sermon on the Mount" or "The
Beatitudes.”

A Family Perspective

REFLECTIONS ON READING

First Reading: Revelations 7:2-4, 9-14 Have you ever
seen a television movie rerun that you have seen before?
Perhaps it was a mystery movie with a surprise ending.
How did it feel to know the ending? "Don't worry," you
might say to someone watching with you. "It will all turn
out okay in the end." This is the message of the Book of
Revelation. No matter what hard things we have to go
through because we believe in Jesus Christ, it will all be
worth it in the end. We can look forward to a beautiful
surprise ending! Imagine that you are to talk with
someone who is thinking of becoming a believer in
Christ. What hard things would you prepare this person
for? Do you have any suggestions for coping with these
hard things? The knowledge of this "surprise ending"
can help us face death with faith and hope in Jesus and
his victory over death.

Second Reading: 1 John 3:1-3

Today we celebrate the saints, the saints we know and
the saints that we will never know, saints that "the world
does not recognize." What is a saint? Someone once said
that a saint "does ordinary things in an extraordinary
way." Can you think of someone you know who has
some of the qualities of a saint? Can people become
saints even if they are not "perfect"? (What might the
sacrament of Reconciliation have to do with becoming a
saint?) You might like to get to know a saint by
researching one of the saints the Church remembers
during the Church year. Consult the Lives of the Saints
and the Liturgical Year calendar on
www.webelieveweb.com.

Ask: What in my life is similar to the life of this saint?
What can this saint teach me about following Christ?

Gospel: Matthew 5:1-12a

The Beatitudes show us that God knows about all the
suffering and pain in the world. They also show us how
God wants us to respond to it: with mercy, with
peacemaking, with a hunger and thirst for holiness (right
living and justice). The Beatitudes give us a hint of what
we pray for when we pray "Your kingdom come." The
Beatitudes are not just for the saints of long ago. They
are for us today. How will you show mercy today? How
will you make peace? What makes you sad or happy?
(Are you too centered on your own life and unconcerned
about bigger problems in the world?) Choose a beatitude
and tell one way you could put it into action this week.
Suggestion: Make a list of famous people living today.
Research their lives. See what they are doing to help
make this a better world. (You may be surprised. Some
famous people work quietly for others behind the
scenes.) What would you do to make this a better world?
How can you start now?

Reflectien: This beautiful feast day honoring all those
great men and women who have been honored by the
church with the title Saint. The process is long and very
involved and we pray to those who have reached that
status that they may intercede for us. However, it is also
a feast about the countless saints without names, whose
faith is known to you alone as Eucharistic Prayer IV
expresses it. Among them are surely members of our
families and friends who have helped us on our journeys,
and still intercede for us in heaven. This solemnity is
also a reminder that we are all called to be saints! The
Gospel for this feast is the Beatitudes from Matthew’s
Gospel. In these eight great statements, Jesus declares
blessed the poor in spirit, the mourners, the meek, the
merciful, so many of those whom the world holds in
contempt. Each of them will receive the kingdom,
expressed in a wonderful variety of ways: they will be
comforted, satisfied, shown mercy, inherit the land, see
God..called children of God! We see from that reading
that the way to holiness is an incredibly simple yet
challenging way! Did you notice that the very last one,
the most challenging of all, is different? He changes
they to you, you and me! Blessed are you, when you are
persecuted and falsely accused...rejoice and be glad—
for then you will most closely resemble the saints, and
your reward will be great! (adapted from Sourcebook,
2009)

Ritual: From Marlene Halpin’s book, 189 Ways to
Connect to God, we continue with another beautiful
ritual. This should be done when we wake up in the
morning, as we first get out of bed slowly and
deliberately reminding ourselves of that calling to be
saints, with His help, one day at a time!

... Take one step, praying: God, you give me this day. |
step into it. (pause, reflecting on this, as long as you
like)

...Take a second step, praying: God, you give my
myself. (pause, reflecting on this as long as you like)

... Take a third step, praying: God, you and your ways
are often mysterious. | step into the mystery of this
day, trusting you and your love for me.(pause,
reflecting on this as long as you like)
