LITURGY
First Reading: Jeremiah 17:5-8 
Jeremiah compares a man who seeks strength in flesh but 

abandons God to a bush in the desert, bereft of nourishment 

and unable to grow. Yet a man who trusts in God is like a 

tree beside a river, fed & strengthened by it even during 

times of drought. 

Reflections: Have you ever put your trust in a human being 
and been disappointed? This happens because human 

beings are weak and "only human." We often fail to do the 
right thing for ourselves or for others. This is why trust in 

the Lord is so important. How or when do you place your 

trust in the Lord? Trust does not mean that we do nothing. 
We trust that the Lord will lead us in the path right for us. 

Think of a dilemma or problem you are having. Then pray 

quietly: "Lord, I trust you. Show me the next right step to 
take."  
 

Second Reading: I Corinthians 15:12, 16-20 

Paul addresses those who believe in Christ's teachings, but 

are not convinced that he rose from the dead. He calls their 

faith worthless, because they have not been freed from their 

sins. Paul then emphatically declares that Jesus did rise up 

again, as will all those who truly believe in him. 

Reflections: Let us remember for a moment those loved 
ones in our own families who have died. The funeral liturgy 

tells us that they are even now living with God, that for 

them, "Life is not ended, but changed." Do you believe that 
one day we will all be raised from the dead, as Christ was? 

This is what Saint Paul is telling us. Christ was the first, 

and all of us will follow him. Why do you think it was hard 

for the Corinthians to believe this? Is it hard for you to 

believe? Why or why not?  
 

Gospel: Luke 6:17, 20-26 
Jesus tells his followers that those who are insulted in this 

life because of him will be rewarded richly in heaven. Yet 

those well received by all will despair in heaven, since 

people had often respected false prophets and mistreated 

true prophets. Those who hunger, perhaps for spiritual 

knowledge, shall be filled. Yet those who are full in this 

life will be hungry. 

Reflections: Many of us may be in the "Woe" category. 
We'd like to have money, we like to be well-fed rather than 

hungry, we like life to be pleasant rather than sad, we 
would like others to speak well of us. How can we be in the 

"Blest" category? The poor, the hungry, the sad, the 

rejected may not feel very blest! Why would we want to join 
them? Does Jesus mean that we should all be poor, hungry, 

sad, and rejected? What Jesus is saying is: these people 

have nothing and no one but God. Of course God cares 
about them! That is why they are blest! And we are most 

like God when we care, too! Jesus is telling us  that we 
must be careful. Our riches, our full stomachs, our pleasant 

lives, and our efforts to be popular with others may well 

keep us from trusting in God. We must make great efforts to 
understand that the good things in our lives come from God 

and are meant to be shared.  Jesus has taken his stand with 

the poor, the hungry, the sad, and the rejected. He has 
called them blest. Where do we stand?

Celebrating Liturgy - Liturgy of the Eucharist ï 

Eucharistic Prayer 
 

Our liturgy series continues as we reflect on second action 

within the óLiturgy of the Eucharist ï The Eucharistic 

Prayerô.     

ǒThe Eucharistic Prayer or Canon of the Mass is the central 

prayer of the entire celebration. Most Catholics have been 

made aware from their earliest days that during the 

Eucharistic Prayer the bread and wine are transformed into 

the Body and Blood of Christ.  

ǒThe Church tells us that liturgy (and the Mass is the 

highpoint and heart of liturgy) is the action of Christ the 

priest and His Body, the Church. In the celebration of 

Mass, during the Eucharistic Prayer, not only does Christ 

become present, body and blood, soul and divinity, under 

the forms of bread and wine, but Christ's saving action, His 

passion, death and resurrection are once again enacted and 

offered to the Father by Christ Himself in the person of the 

priest, and by all present.  For further reading on this topic, 

go to the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops 

website at www.usccb.org.  

ǒThe Eucharistic prayer begins with the priest voicing 

ñThe Lord be with youô.  After a brief exchange in prayer 

between the priest and assembly in which we give thanks to 

the Lord our God, we join our voices as we sing the Holy 

Holy (Sanctus). 

ǒWe kneel as the priest continues the prayer of 

thanksgiving, giving praise and calling upon the Holy Spirit 

to change our gifts of bread and wine into the Body and 

Blood of Christ (Transubstantiation).  As Jesus did during 

the Last Supper, the priest raises the Bread and Wine and 

offered as we proclaim the memorial acclamation. 

ÐThe action of the Eucharist Prayer ends as we profess our 
faith by singing the great Amen, which signifies that we 

believe the Lord Jesus Christ, is truly present; that simple 

bread and wine have been transformed into the Body and 

Blood of Christ. 
Next week we will continue our series and reflect on the third 

action of the Liturgy of the Eucharist ï Communion Ritesô.

LIFELONG FAITH FORMATION
 

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends, Today is the Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time, the last Sunday before Ash 

Wednesday and of course, Valentineõs Day.  How do these three events   fit together for us this 

week?  I think the key phrase that does just that is simply joyful awareness of Godõs loving  

presence! 

Reflection: Todayôs gospel reading is the beginning of what is often called the Sermon on the Plainéa bit different from 
the parallel gospel in Matthew, which is called the Sermon on the Mount. When Jesus spoke from the mountain, ad 

symbol of closeness to God, he was speaking with the authority and voice of God.  Those who ascend the mountain see 

God and speak for God.  As Luke introduces the location of Jesusô teaching, we find him on level ground, alongside the 

disciples and the crowd.  Lukeôs Beatitudes also sound more personal, since he uses the pronoun you, unlike Matthew 

who uses the pronoun those or they.   In both cases, as it was in the psalms, they are ways to teach about who finds favor 

with God.  The word blessed, therefore, can be translated as happy, fortunate or favored.  They jar our sensibilities, 

because those who are poor, hungry, weeping or persecuted are called blessed! Riches, possessions, reputationéthese are 

not things we can depend on as sources of happiness.  They not only fail to deliver on their promise, but our misplaced 

trust in them could lead to our demise.  The ultimate peril is in misidentifying the source of our eternal happiness.  These 

Beatitudes are described as the framework for Christian living.  We are challenged to examine our present situations in the 

context of our ultimate horizon, the Kingdom of God---the good news is that His loving presence is always with us in 

those examinations

 Ritual :  On Ash Wednesday, we celebrate the first day of the liturgical season of Lent, when we prepare ourselves to 

celebrate the high point of the Christians, Easter.  The readings each year call us to a change of heart and teach us about 

the traditional Lenten practices of prayer, fasting and almsgiving.   These disciplines are to be part of the Christian life 

during every season, but during the season of Lent, we renew our commitment to them. 

The meaning of tracing the sign of the cross on our foreheads with ashes is a summary of our Christian life, since they 

remind us of our origin and our death.  Remember that you are dust and to dust you shall return.  They are also the sign of 

our victory:  Christ, who in His death and resurrection conquered death.  We acknowledge that victory when we live the 

alternate prayer when we are signed with those ashes: Turn away from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.  Again, joyful 

news is that His loving presence is always with us as we try to do this, day by day! Hopefully, you will join us on the 

Fridays in Lent as we attempt to do this together.   

Reminder:  This day, Valentineôs Day, is a good day to pray this alone or with others: 

God of power and might, thank you for the gift of love this Valentineôs Day and for all the people whose love shines 

in my life, especiallyééééééééé.. Continue to fill my heart with Your love, and let me share that love 

with the world, this Valentineôs Day and always.  Amen.
