LITURGY

First Reading: Isaiah 6:1-2a, 3-8
Isaiah recounts the awe he felt the first time he saw the
Lord, who was surrounded by angels. He began to feel
despair because he was a man of unclean lips, until an
angel touched an ember to his lips and pronounced them
clean. The Lord asked who he should send forth, to
which Isaiah replied, "Here 1 am, send me!"
Reflections: God's providence sends us little and big
challenges. How do you meet them? Do you say, "Oh,
God, do I have to?" or do you say, "Here |1 am, God.
Send me!" Sometimes life is like a game. When the ball
comes your way, isn't it your instinct to hit it, kick it,
catch it, or do whatever the game requires you to do
with the ball? When God sends a "ball' (a new
responsibility, a new challenge, a little annoyance) your
way, get in there and say, "Here I am, God. | got it!"
God does not ask that you handle every ball perfectly.
Like a good coach, he just wants you to try. And you do
not do this alone. You are part of a team. Who will you
ask for help when you need it?

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 15:1-11

Paul reminds the Corinthians that Christ died for us to
free us from our sins. He encourages them to remember
the importance of Jesus' death and resurrection. He
admits that he initially failed to believe, and therefore
was very grateful to be called an apostle and preach in
the name of Christ.

Reflections: Have you ever seen a picture or an icon of
the resurrection? Usually it shows Jesus in blazing white
robes, surrounded by light. The picture is trying to tell
us that Jesus is alive and full of light and love. His new
life is now more "alive" that his earthly life was. He is
no longer confined to his human body. His life and love
can be, and are, anywhere and everywhere. How do we
"see" the resurrection of Jesus today? Where do we find
his light, life, and love? Where is the living Jesus today?
How can we be witnesses to his resurrection?

Gospel: Luke 5:1-11

Luke tells of Jesus preaching to a crowd, then joining Peter
who was about to end a fruitless day of fishing. He told
Peter to lower his net back in, and a great number of fish
were caught. Upon seeing this, Peter and his companions,
James and John, immediately abandoned their nets to
follow Jesus.

Reflections: For Peter, this catch was a wonderful
surprise. He was so overwhelmed that he said to Jesus, in
effect, "This is too much! | shouldn't be hanging around
with someone like you!" When have you been wonderfully
surprised by God? How did you feel? When Jesus says,
"Do not be afraid,” he is preparing Peter for what is to
come. "You think this is something?" Jesus could have said.
"What until you see all the good we can do for God's
people!" So Peter left everything and became a disciple.
You are a disciple. How can you "leave everything" to
follow Jesus in prayer and service this week?

Liturgy Corner ~ Celebrating Liturgy -
Liturgy of the Eucharist i Preparation of Gifts

Our liturgy series continues as we reflect on the ‘Liturgy of
the Eucharist’. The Liturgy of the Eucharist consists of
three action parts: The Preparation of the Gifts, The
Eucharistic Prayer and the Communion Rite. Today we
will reflect on the Preparation of the Gifts.

*We are now transitioning from the storytelling and sharing
of stories to the gathering around the table and preparing
for the main focus of our celebration, the Eucharistic meal.

*As the altar is prepared, the assembly offers their
monetary contribution to the parish so that mission of the
parish and outreach to the less fortunate may continue. The
music minister leads the congregation in song while the
ushers pass the baskets and gather our offerings.

Our offerings along with the bread and wine are brought
forward in the offertory procession. Each week members
of our parish present the gifts to the priest. This is a
wonderful way to involve a family and celebrate a special
occasion.

*The bread and wine are placed on the altar. As part of the
preparation, a few drops of water are mingled with the wine
to symbolize the union of divinity and humanity of Christ
Jesus.

«In our liturgical celebrations, the priest then washes his
hands as an expression of purification. This gesture
originated in the Jewish tradition present in the time of
Jesus and represents the sacrifice of the lamb on the day of
Passover. Today this gesture represents offering the Lamb
of God (Jesus Christ) to God the Father.

*The first action in the Liturgy of the Eucharist concludes
as the priest then invites us to pray and we respond ‘May
the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands....’

Reflectien. In the Old Testament reading, Isaiah spoke of his discouragement: Woe is me, | am doomed! Most of us
can identify with Isaiah, especially at this time of year when the cold, dark, sometimes dreary days of winter are upon us!
We get the blues...and begin to yearn for the warm, bright, uplifting days of spring again! We all reach some seasons of
discouragement when our souls and hearts and bodies seem out of energy and our routines no longer offer the normal
reassurances. We may feel doomed, like Isaiah, convinced we’ve got nowhere to hide, and nothing to hope for. God has
the answer to what ails us when the ache inside grows unbearable. Healing is a holy business!

In the New Testament, Paul reminded us that despite our faults and weaknesses, we can say with him,
hopefully...By the grace of God | am what | am and His grace in me has not been ineffective! Sometimes we wonder
how God or others can really love us, imperfect as we are. Doubt is not entirely a bad thing —it keeps us grounded in the
reality that we are not yet the people we are called to be by a long stretch! In religious language, self-doubt is simply the
awareness that we are sinners wrestling with the uncomfortable spirit of humility.

Saint Paul, not always the humblest Apostle in the pack, tells the truth about /-\
himself in plain language. May we confess ourselves as plainly—before / \

God...these are my weaknesses, yes...but these others are my God-given gifts!

In the Gospel, Luke reminds us that Peter, though a born leader, quite [ dom wlat | dom.
confident and courageous, was also confronted with the truth about himself at
times. He did not fall into discouragement, however, but fell on his knees before Jesus, knowing He would heal and help
him in his confusion. Jesus had challenged Peter to continue to try to catch fish, and Peter felt it would be useless after all
his efforts! Jesus wanted Peter to trust in God and not his own human perception of what was possible. With God, all
things really are possible!
