He 

emphasizes God's power and describes his plan to lower 

mountains and fill gorges to make their journey easier. 

 

Second Reading: Philippians 1:4-6, 8-11 

Paul encourages the Philippians to love each other 

completely.  He hopes that their love and understanding 

will continue to grow so that they are prepared for the 

return of Christ. 

 

Gospel: Luke 3:1-6 

Luke describes the work John the Baptist carried out to 

help people prepare for the birth of Jesus.  Luke also 

discusses who was in power at the time, which helped 

historians to figure out the exact dates of certain events, 

including Jesus' birth.

REFLECTIONS ON READING  
 

First Reading: Baruch 5:1-9 

For the people of Israel, coming home from exile was a 

joyful occasion. The word Advent means "coming." 

Usually we think of Advent as a time to prepare for the 

coming of Jesus. But we could also think of it as a time 

for us to "come home" to what? To our faith, hope, or 

love? To our basic values? To our family life? How can 

you "come home" to something deeper this Advent? 

How can you reclaim something you had lost or left 

behind? How can you return from exile? 
 

Second Reading: Philippians 1:4-6, 8-11 
Advent is a time of beginnings. Saint Paul is confident 

that God's work begun in the people of Philippi will 

continue through to the end. What work have you begun 

this Advent? Have you asked God's help to continue and 

to complete it? (Hint: Share ideas on what this "work" 

might be: for example, being kind when people interrupt 

you, really listening to family and friends, refusing to 

listen to gossip, speaking well of others instead of 

tearing them down in words, and so on).  

Gospel: Luke 3:1-6 

Have you ever cleared a path with a shovel or even your 

bare hands, perhaps through snow, or through a dense 

undergrowth of vines or weeds? It's hard work! This is 

what John is asking us to do-to clear a path in our lives 

to welcome Christ. Is there a path in your life that might 

take some heavy lifting or some cutting back of things 

that "catch you up"? How will you clear your path to 

Christ?  

Maybe, because of help from family, teachers, parish, 

and friends, you have a smooth path toward Christ ahead 

of you. If so, how will you thank God?  How can you 

help others clear their paths?  How can the Sacrament of 

Reconciliation help you in your work of path-clearing? 

Advent is a beautiful time to celebrate this sacrament.

Dear Friends,    

Happy Second Sunday in Advent!   We continue in this holy season with a Reflection on this weekõs scripture readings and 

a Ritual  to help us stay focused during the week ahead and a brief reminder: 

Reflection:  The prophet Baruch summoned Jerusalem to adorn itself in celebratory splendor, for God has assembled the 

whole community of Israel, restoring its integrity!  God’s glory will be made manifest in his people, for God himself will 

accompany his people as light, mercy and integrity and that includes us! In the second reading, Paul shared his belief that 

God’s good work begun among the Philippians, will be brought to successful completion.  He prayed that growth in love 

will enable them and us to know what is true and good and so come to glorify God in Christ Jesus.  Luke recalled for us 

the historical moment when John came out of the desert to proclaim a baptism of repentance.  God calls each of us to 

repentance and to ministry within the concrete particular events of our lives, whatever they are! 

Ritual : Your home advent wreath ritual could be done at your main meal each evening or at least each Sunday.  This 

week:  Lord, You promised us a light to shine in our darkness.  Teach us to wait in patience and to prepare with 

joy….light two candles…at the end of the meal, extinguish the candle and say  

Carry the light in your hearts!  (adapted from Family Prayer for Family Times)   Each day during the week, try to take a few holy 

pauses to reflect on one sentence: 

Sunday—Let’s join John’s hopeful crusade for straighter paths and a more just world.  We have an active role in this 

crusade: contribute to the kingdom, prepare the way, transform ourselves and the earth. 

Monday—We have a desert right here in southwest United States, where hopeful immigrants endure searing heat and 

thirst and lost pathways seeking a way to support their families. Who will bring relief? 

Tuesday—Comfort  is what God brings to His people and to us…breathed tenderly as a mother leaning over her 

newborn! Let’s contemplate and experience that happy rest and continue to do His work.  

Wednesday—Jesus knows how we tire and how heavy some burdens are. He speaks words that spring from deep 

compassion and promises rest in His peace, no matter where we work or how fast we tire! 

Thursday –In the vast, barren wilderness we sometimes experience, God offers a helping hand.  Fountains of water will 

spring up and trees will flourish.  Let us take His hand as we journey on!   

Friday –Success means the ability to delight in ordinary blessings: the growth of a child, good health, the satisfaction of a 

good meal, the brilliance of a sunny day. Let’s appreciate our creator who still creates. 

Saturday—After the Transfiguration, the apostles returned to the squalor of the cities with many sick and angry people.  

Jesus tells them that, like Elijah, we too can deal constructively with anger…with grace!  

This 

collection is divided among all religious communities in our country according to size and need. Thank you in advance 

not only for your financial generosity.  During Mass next weekend, please remember in grateful prayer those religious 

who may have influenced you anywhere along your journey.
