LITURGY
First Reading: Joshua 5:9a, 10-12 

Joshua and the Israelites celebrated Passover in Jericho. 

This was the first time they had eaten the produce of the 

Promised Land. After this, there was no more bread sent 

from heaven because they were able to eat the yield of  

the land." 

Reflections: When the people could not provide for 

themselves, God gave them what they needed. But when 

the people could gather their own food, what did God 

do? How is God acting like a good parent?  

Sometimes parents and children (or others in authority 

and the people reporting to them) disagree about the 

issue of freedom and responsibility. This is part of 

human growth, and Jesus told a parable about it. Look 

up the parable of the talents: Matthew 25: 21and 23. 

What do we read here about freedom and responsibility? 

What are some ways you can show you are faithful in 

small things? God still provides the "manna" of the 

Eucharist for us. We do not live completely on our own. 

We depend upon the gift of Jesus' life within us. How can 

you show that you appreciate this gift of God?  
 

Second Reading: 2 Corinthians 5:17-21 

Paul tells us that anyone living in Jesus is a new creation 

because God has reconciled with us through Christ. As 

an ambassador for Jesus, Paul implores that the 

Corinthians be reconciled to God through Jesus. 

Reflections: Reconciliation is a key theme of the Lenten 

season. How can you make it a key theme in your life? 

During this Lenten season, how can you prepare 

yourself to be Christ's ambassador of peace? 
 

Gospel: Luke 15:1-3, 11-32 

The Pharisees grew disgusted with Jesus because of his 

compassion toward sinners. So Jesus told them a story of 

a son who squandered his inheritance. When a famine 

broke out, he returned home and asked his father to 

become a hired hand. His father instead welcomed him 

with a joyful celebration, just as God is overjoyed when 

a sinner returns to him 

Reflections: Have you ever had the experience of being 

forgiven or "taken back" into your family or group of 

friends? Have you ever forgiven someone who really 

hurt you? Consider the elder brother. Have you ever felt 

that someone else in your family or among your friends 

"has it better" or easier than you do? Are you tempted to 

compare yourself with others? Each child in a family is 

different. Sometimes, to meet each child's needs, parents 

cannot treat each child the same. How did the father in 

this parable meet the needs of each of his sons? How  

does God meet your needs?  

Pray: Jesus, during this Lenten season, help me to ask 

for forgiveness. Help me to forgive generously as God 

does. Help me to celebrate that I am God's child. I do 

not have to compare myself with others. My needs are. 

being met as God knows best. Amen 

Celebrating Liturgy - Triduum ï Part 1 
We will now begin to look at the Triduum.  The following 

information is taken directly from the Bishopôs Committee 

on the Liturgy, US Catholic Conference of Bishops.  

1. When does the Triduum begin and end?  The Easter 

Triduum begins with the evening Mass of the Lordôs 

Supper, reaches its high point in the Easter Vigil, and 

closes with evening prayer on Easter Sunday. 

2. May another Mass besides the Mass of the Lordôs 
Supper be celebrated on Holy Thursday?  No other 

Mass may be celebrated on Holy Thursday. 

3. How are the Holy Oils, consecrated and blessed on 
Holy Thursday, to be received in the parish?  A 

reception of the oils may take place at the Mass of the 

Lordôs Supper. The oils, in suitable vessels are carried 

in the procession of the gifts, before the bread and wine 

by members of the assembly.   

4. When should the celebration of the Lordôs Passion 
take place?  Normally it should take place in the 

afternoon, at about three o'clock to enable people to 

assemble more easily. However, pastoral discretion 

may indicate a time shortly after midday, or in the late 

evening, though never later than 9pm.    

5. Does the Church encourage any other liturgical 

celebrations on Good Friday?  On this day the Office 

of Readings & Morning Prayer could appropriately be 

celebrated with participation of the people in  churches.  

6. Do devotions have a particular importance on Good 

Friday? Clearly the central celebration of this day is 

the Good Friday Liturgy of the Lordôs Passion. In no 

way should manifestations of popular piety, either by 

the time or manner in which they are convoked 

substitute for this solemn liturgical action. Nor should 

aspects of the various acts of piety be mixed with the 

Good Friday celebration. In recent times, Passion 

Processions and celebration of the Stations of the 

Cross, and Passion Plays have become more common 

Next week we will continue to examine the Triduum.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,  

Welcome to the Fourth Sunday in Lent. The magnificent Gospel story this week deserves our full attention this week!  The 

story of the Prodigal Son could also be called the story of the Compassionate Father, according to one of my favorite 

authors, Henri Nouwen.  He was one of the great spiritual writers of our time, combining a deep appreciation for the 

inspired Word of God in scripture with a knowledge of contemporary psychology.  At a crucial point in his own spiritual 

development, Nouwen said he discovered in the parable of the prodigal son, òthe whole gospeló. 

As you reflect on his own thoughts, you may want to consider purchasing his book on this story.  It was his own personal 

favorite book and was based on the second Rembrandt painting of the same name.  It will be a book that will be reread 

many times and will probably encourage you to buy a print of Rembrandtõs work as well.  The scripture reading will never 

be the same again for you, I promise. 

Reflection:  Nouwen points out that the father in the parable is a figure of the Father in heaven, whose very nature is love, 

forgiveness and reconciliation.  As we come to see ourselves in the younger son, the older son, and perhaps in both, we 

realize that we are ultimately called to be like the Father as well. The core message of the story is that we are children of 

God, given our freedom by the Father, who loves us whether we stay or go, whether we have been unfaithful or resentful 

or presumptuous.  As we deepen our understanding of own sin and limitation, we appreciate all the more the boundless 

love that is the very essence of the father.  Nouwen guides us to recognize the particular sin that is currently dominating 

us, be it the infidelity of the younger son, the stubborn resentment of the older son or the refusal to become like the 

forgiving father.  As we become aware of our sinfulness,  though this may be uncomfortable at time, we begin our own 

movement back to the Father in this Lenten season. 

  Ritual:  This Friday, we experienced the goodness of men and women and boys and girls who actively participated as we 

continued with our social sharing of a sacrificial and simple meal of soup /rolls/water at 6:15.  At 7:15 we had a spiritual 

sharing of Evening Prayer and Stations 7, 8 and 9 through Maryôs eyes. Next Friday we will be reflecting on Stations 10, 

11 and 12.  If you would like to make a crock pot of meatless soup one week, please call Betty @ 795-2459 or Valerie 

@427-2496.  Thanks very much.  Please try to join us -all are welcome! Additional flyers are in the vestibule.  

Gratitude:  We give special thanks to the Women of the Well for their inspiring evening called Joy Rising.  It was an 

uplifting time for all of us.  Thank you too, for all those who came to hear St. Damien this past week.  His presentation 

was not only informative but absolutely amazing.  We left with a new awareness of the need to look twice at everyone we 

meetéto see the person inside the person. The word RESPECT means just thatéto look twice, to look again.  What a 

lesson.  May we all have the grace to do just that to ourselves as we reflect on our role in the Prodigal Son story. May we 

all have the grace to   look twice at all we encounter.  What a difference it would in our world.  Good News for those who 

missed our presentation on Damiené.Charles Baker who gave us this program is coming back in October to give us a 

presentation on Saint Francis of Assisi.
