FIFTH SUNDAY  IN  LENT   \  MARCH  21, 2010  

 



LITURGY
First Reading: Isaiah 43:16-21 

God says not to remember the events from long ago, but to 

focus on the things he plans to do next. He also claims he 

will again help his chosen people when they need him. 

Reflections: The prophet's strong hope comforts those who 

listen to him. How might you use the word of God to 

comfort someone who feels hopeless? Sometimes we feel 
that there is never anything new in our lives, that we live in 

the same old rut, day after day. Yet the prophet says that 
God is always doing something new if we can truly SEE. 

Try this: Live today, or each day this week, in greater 

awareness. Make a list of every "new" gift of God you see, 
both small and great. Say a prayer of thanks for the 

newness of everyday life. What can you do in your own life 

or attitude to help make "something  
new" in your own family? 

Second Reading: Philippians 3:8-14 
Paul describes knowledge of Jesus as more important than 

knowledge of the Old Law. He wishes to share in the power 

of Jesus' resurrection, and speaks of concentrating on the 

finish line of the race with salvation as the prize to be won. 

Reflections: Running was a popular sport in Saint Paul's 

time, just as it is in ours. What does an athlete today have 
to give up in order to be good in a sport? Saint Paul is 

saying that we are willing to give up many things just to 
win a prize. In his day, the prize was a "crown of victory" 

made of laurel leaves. Today, the prize is often a trophy or 

a medal. In professional sports, money is the prize. Saint 
Paul's question is: What are you willing to give up in order 

to be a follower of Christ and to win the best prize of all--
life with Christ Jesus, here and for always? 

Gospel: John 8:1-11 

Jesus preached forgiveness of sin, but in the old law those 

accused of adultery were to be stoned. So the Pharisees 

tried to trap Jesus and brought a woman accused of adultery 

to him, asking him what he would do to her. Jesus asked 

that one without sin cast the first stone, and then all of the 

elders left. Jesus told the woman that he did not condemn 

her, but warned her to avoid such sin in the future 

Reflections: Matthew's gospel reflection does not say 

exactly what Jesus was writing in the sand. One tradition 
has it that he was writing down the sins of the people who 

were so willing to condemn the woman.  
When we say something about someone that puts them in 

the wrong and is untrue, we call it bearing false witness 

about someone. This is forbidden by the eighth 
commandment. Pay attention to the radio, the television, 

the newspaper, and your own conversations. Try to 

remember these words of Jesus whenever someone's 
mistakes, sins, or crimes are broadcast, or whenever you 

are tempted to "throw a stone" of malicious gossip or 
scandal about someone!  

 

 
 

 
 

 

Celebrating Liturgy - Triduum ï Part 2 

1. How does the Veneration of the Cross on Good 
Friday begin?  The Veneration of the Cross begins as 

the priest or deacon enters the church with the veiled 

cross. He processes to the sanctuary, stopping at the 

door of the church, in the middle of the church and 

before entering the sanctuary to sing the acclamation, 

This is the wood of the cross.  

2. How is the cross venerated by members of the 
Congregation on Good Friday?  After the showing of 

the cross, the priest or deacon may carry the cross to 

the entrance of the sanctuary or another suitable place. 

The first person to adore the Cross is the priest 

celebrant. The clergy, lay ministers and the faithful 

then approach the cross. The personal adoration of the 

cross is an important feature in this celebration and 

every effort should be made to achieve it. The rubrics 

remind us that ―only one cross‖ should be used for 

adoration. The foot of the cross as well as the right and 

left arm can be approached and venerated.   

3. When should the Easter Vigil take place?  It is not 

begun before nightfall and should end before daybreak 

on Easter Sunday. The Easter Vigil begins and ends in 

darkness. It is a nocturnal vigil, retaining its ancient 

character of vigilance, and expectation, as the Christian 

people await the resurrection of the Lord during the 

night. Fire is blessed and the paschal candle is lighted 

to illumine the night so that all may hear the Easter 

proclamation and listen to the word of God proclaimed 

in the Scriptures. For this reason the Service of Light 

takes place before the Service of the Word.   

4. What considerations should be given for the 

Paschal Candle used at the Easter Vigil? This candle 

should be made of wax, never be artificial, be replaced 

each year, be only one in number, and be of 

sufficiently large size that it may convey the truth that 

Christ is the light of the world. The Paschal Candle is 

the symbol of the light of Christ, rising in glory, 

scattering the darkness of our hearts and minds. Above 

all, the Paschal Candle should be a genuine candle, the 

pre-eminent symbol of the light of Christ. Choice of 

size, design, and color should be made in relationship 

to the sanctuary in which it will be placed.  

Next week we will continue to examine the Triduum

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,  

Welcome to the Fifth Sunday in Lentñnext week it will be Palm Sundayéhow can this be?  The Gospel certainly is a 

powerful one for us for these ending weeks of Lent.  It reminds us that we encounter Jesus at our own risk, because we will 

be confronted with the truth of our own sinfulness.  Encounter with Jesus, however, also brings us hope, because in the 

confrontation and invitation to repent, Jesus offers new life.  Even if we havenõt been faithful to our chosen Lenten practices, 

there is still time to open ourselves to this encounter with Jesus, so that we can approach Easter with a renewed spirit seeking 

new life.  Like the crowd in the gospel, we often find it easier to focus on the sins of others than on our own weaknesses.  Also, 

like the crowd, we can encounter Jesus, turn from our sinful, judgmental ways, seek divine mercy, and establish new 

relations with those around us.  We can all become stronger members of Christõs Body here on earth!  

Reflection:  From our own experiences as children, parents, students or teachers, we are all keenly aware of the term time 

out! Sometimes we also need to say it to ourselves when we might be frustrated, overwhelmed or angry and need to calm 

down, breathe deeply, take a walk, go for a ride, listen to some music, pray or just get a cup of tea and sit by a fire or in 

the sun.  In the Gospel story today, Jesus gave the crowds who brought the adulterous woman before Him two cooling off 

periods, two time-outs.  He bent down and He wrote on the ground, totally ignoring their test:  So what do you say? He 

turns the accusation away from the woman and toward their own sins. Continuing to push for an answer, they finally 

heard Jesus say to them: Let the one among you who is without sin be the first to throw a stone at her! The story 

beginning with accusation ends with divine mercy…her act is condemned, but she herself is led from death to life.  Her 

accusers are invited to repent.  Jesus’ desire for all of us is not death but new life.  We too are quick to condemn one 

another…May we all remember the words: Let the one among us who is without sin be the first to throw a stoneéWe 

will then hear Jesus invite us to acknowledge, repent and in that truth accept His mercy, His promise of new life. (adapted 

from Living Liturgy: 2010) 

 Ritual: We are grateful for those who participated so generously, creatively and reverently in our social sharing of soup 

and spiritual sharing of Evening Prayer and Stations 7, 8, and 9 through Mary’s eyes.  This week we will again reflect on 

the CD of Evening Prayer then continue with Stations 10, 11 and 12.   (If you would like to make a crock pot of meatless soup, 

please call Betty @ 795-2459 or Valerie @427-2496.)    

Reminder: We would like to have each of our Liturgical ministries represented at the sacred foot-washing during Holy 

Thursday Liturgy. These ministries are on the cover of our Church Bulletin under the category Gifted and Called to 

Worship. We all must learn how to receive as well as give …that is what reciprocity is all about-the circle of life. That is 

Jesus’ message…sometimes we are called to be the generous givers, the washers…other times we are called to be the 

gracious receivers, the washees!  In your time-out periods this week, you may feel called to accept Jesus invitation to 

encounter Him this way—individually or with other members of your family who are also in one of these ministries.  

What a witness-gift this would be for us, and we would all become stronger members of the Body of Christ.  Please call or 

email me to volunteer as soon as possible. Thank you.
