Luke gives a detailed account of Jesus' last supper with the
apostles, where Jesus tells them lileswon suffer in fulfillment

of God's will. Then Jesus prayed that he might be spared if it

suited God's will. After Judas betrayed Jesus, he was arrested.

Although Pilate did not think Jesus was guilty of a crime, he
gave in to the will of the peoplend sentenced Jesus to death on
a cross. Then Jesus was crucified and his body laid in a nefv
tomb.

Reflections:According to this passage from the Gospel of Luke,
the only people around Jesus who recognized him in any way
were this criminal (who accepts mnsibility for what he did

and asks Jesus only to "remember him") and the centurion who,
after Jesusd deat h,
innocent." Jesus' friends and acquaintances "stood at a
distance." Sometimes, when we go through h@émtkes, our
friends and acquaintances also keep their distance!

Celebrating Liturgy- Triduum i Part 3
How many readings should be proclaimed at the Easter
Vigil? One of the unique aspects of the Easter Vigil is the
recounting of the outstanding deeds of the history of
salvation. These deeds are related in seven readings from
the Old Testament chosen from the lamd the prophets
and two readings from the New Testament, namely from the
apostles and from the gospe
with Moses and all #bheeesusoph
once again on our journey and, opening up our minds and
hearts, pepares us to share in the breaking of the bread and
the drinking of the cup. The faithful are encouraged to
meditate on these readings by the singing of a responsorial
psalm, followed by a silent pause, and then by the
cel ebrantds pr ay eea readinge isb at |
significant for this night that we are strongly urged to use all
the readings whenever it can be done. Only in the case of
grave pastoral circumstances can the number of readings be
reduced. In such cases, at least three readings fro@lthe
Testament should be read always including Exodus 14).
How is the First Communion of the neophytes to be
emphasized during the Easter Vigil? The celebrant,
before he says, This is the Lamb of God, may make a brief
remark to the neophytes about thiist Communion and
about the importance of so great a mystery, which is the
climax of initiation and the center of the Christian life.
What directions are given for the celebration of Masses
on Easter Sunday?Mass is to be celebrated on Easter Day
with great solemnity. It is appropriate that the penitential
rite on this day take the form of a sprinkling with water
blessed at the Vigil, during which the antiphon Vidi aquam,
or some other song of baptismal character should be sung.
The holy water fonts athe entrance to the church should
also be filled with the same water. On Easter Sunday the rite
of renewal of baptismal promises is repeated after the
homily.
Where is the Paschal Candle placed during the Easter
Season? The paschal candle has its propéace either by
the ambo or by the altar and should be lit at least in all the
more solemn liturgical celebrations of the season until
Pentecost Sunday. After the Easter season the candle should
be kept with honor in the baptistery, so that in the

gl ori fi e dcelebwioh of Baptibm teeadndles of theTbaptized mayzbe lit w

from it. In the celebration of funerals the paschal candle
should be placed near the coffin to indicate that the death of
a Christian is his own Passover. The paschal candle should
not otherwise be lihor placed in the sanctuary outside the
Easter season.
Next week we will continue our Liturgy series
as we examine the Easter Season.
