LITURGY
First Reading: Exodus 3:1-8a, 13-15 

Moses came upon a burning bush, when God called out 

to him. God told Moses that he had seen the suffering of 

his people in Egypt, and intended to lead them from their 

captors to a land of milk and honey. Moses asked what 

he should say if the Israelites should ask what God 

wished to be called. God replied, "I am who am." 

Reflections: For the Israelites, to know someone's name 

meant that you knew the whole person. Your name and 

your reputation were inseparable. Your name told others 

something about your essential self. Therefore, to 

respect someone's person meant also to respect that 

person's name. It was no different with God. What does 

"I am who am" tell us about God? Some scholars say 

that the real meaning of God's name could be, "I am the 

One who is, and is always there; I am always present for 

you." How do you show respect for God's name and  

therefore God himself?  
 

Second Reading: I Corinthians 10:1-6, 10-12 

Paul describes how the people were led into the desert 

by Moses, yet many of them were struck down by God. 

He warns that this should serve as an example not to 

give in to wicked desires or we may suffer the same 

downfall. 

Reflections: In this reading, Saint Paul reminds us that, 

wonderful as it is to belong to a community of faith, just 

"going along" and doing what the community does is not 

enough. Each of us must believe and act from the heart. 

This is what conversion really means. Ask yourself: are 

my actions from the heart? Or do I act for other 

reasons--to please others, to be rewarded, to be noticed? 

What do you think would help you to act more often 

"from the heart"? 
 

Gospel: Luke 13:1-9 

Jesus says that an individual's misfortune does not mean 

that their sins were greater than someone else's. He 

warns that without repenting, all sinners will meet the 

same end.  He tells of a barren fig tree whose owner 

planned to cut it down. But a servant offered to give it 

special care for one year, and destroy it should it remain 

barren. This symbolizes God's patience toward us 

Reflections: The season of Lent doesn't last forever. We 

need to turn toward God's reign right away if we are to 

truly celebrate Easter. How will you show that you have 

heard Jesus' words about reforming your life?  

The parable of the fig tree reminds us that God is 

patient, too. He is willing to help us, as the man was 

willing to give the tree extra help so that it would grow. 

How do you need God to help you in order to change 

your life for the better? If God gives you another year of 

life, what do you want to be like a year from now? 

 
 

Celebrating Liturgy -  
Our liturgy series now takes a short detour as we 

examine the Lenten season.  

ǒOver the past eight weeks we have presented the parts 

of the mass and by this time our hope is that you now 

have a better understanding of our liturgical celebration.  

Before we continue our series and present information 

on the roles of ministers and use of sacred items, we will 

take a short detour and take a closer look at the Lenten 

Season, Triduum and Easter celebrations.  

ǒLent, a forty-day period begins on Ash Wednesday and 

ends on Holy Thursday with the Mass of the Lordôs 

Supper.  Within this period of time, we do not count the 

Sundays as Sundays commemorate the Resurrection.  

ǒLent has traditionally been a time of self-examination, 

soul-searching and repentance.  During this season we 

fast or ógive upô something as a sign of sacrifice. For 

some there has been less emphasis on ógiving upô and 

greater emphasis on ódoing moreô. Some people choose 
to attend daily mass during Lent, some attend Stations 

of the Cross and still others choose to participate in 

social justice works to help those in need.  

Lent originated in the very earliest days of the Church as 

a preparatory time for Easter, when the faithful 

rededicated themselves and when converts were 

instructed in the faith and prepared for baptism.  

ǒBy observing the forty days of Lent, the individual 

Christian imitates Jesusô withdrawal into the wilderness 

for forty days.  

ǒDuring the season of Lent you will not see any flowers 

in bloom in the church although you may notice some 

budding branches. The color of vestments and any 

decorations are purple, the royal color, to prepare for the 

King. 

Next week we will begin to examine the Triduum as we 

continue our Liturgy series

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,  

Welcome to March alreadyéthis third Sunday in Lent. This week we will 

focus on the Old Testament reading about Moses and his experience with an 

angel appearing in a burning bushña burning bush that was not being 

consumed!   Letõs reflect together just what that experience meant in his life, 

in othersõ lives and in our owné 

Reflection:   Maybe we all have had a burning bush experienceéa moment when we were so profoundly in touch with the 

presence of God that our life from then on was totally transformed by that encounter!  Mosesô experience of God was such 

an encounter.  There at the bush that was burning but not consumed, in that ambience of fear and fascination, Moses knew 

the awesome presence of God. He began to realize his true identity and his purpose in life.  Burning bush experiences are 

fraught with absolute truth. There is terror and thrill of realizing who God is and who I am before God. That realization is 

followed by an incredible awareness: despite who we are and what we have done, God chooses to be present to us, to call 

us, to grace us, and to call and grace others through us. 

 Paulôs burning bush experience was on the road to Damascus, and the passionate faith that took root in him that 

day is seen clearly in all his actions and in all his writings.  Samuel and Isaiah discovered their bushes burning in the 

temple.  Maryôs initial burning bush experience was mediated by the angel Gabriel in whom she recognized the divine 

presence and it changed her life forever.  Josephôs experience came to him in a dream that encouraged him to surrender to 

a plan he had not made.  Jesus Himself experienced this burning bush in the garden after the Last Supper.  He was 

agonizingly alone but experienced the presence of God in the depths of His suffering. 

 With these experiences to ignite our own, each of us is challenged this Lent of 2010 to be willing to discover 

those burning bushes through which God is revealed to us and we are revealed to God. Mother Theresa was such a bush to 

Malcom Muggeridge, a self-proclaimed agnostic, who was sent by BBC to do a documentary on Mother Teresa.  He 

found her ministering to the poor in the streets of Calcutta, India.   

 I will never forget that little lady as long as I liveéthe face, the glow, the eyes, the loveðit was all so pure and so 

beautifuléit was like being in the presence of an angel.  It changed my life.  I have not been the same person since. He 

attributed his conversion to Catholicism to his encounter with that little nun from India whose presence lives on in her 

sisters and still burns brightly, gathering people unto God.  Perhaps the prayers and penance of Lent might ignite our own 

fires.  May it be so!  (adapted from Experiences of God by Patricia Sanchez in NCR)

Program after a snow postponement the week before. We continued with our social sharing of soup and spiritual sharing 

of Evening Prayer and Stations 4, 5 and 6 through Maryôs eyes.

The Office of Safe Environment for Children, Youth 

and Adults is announcing CAP, the safe environment 

training program for adults who have regular contact 

with minors. Attendance is required in order to comply 

with the USCCBôs Charter for the Protection of 

Children and Young People. The policy of the diocese is 

that adults will attend CAP once every five years. 

CAP 1 teaches attendees to recognize child abuse and 

neglect and how to report to the proper authorities. CAP 

1 is for new volunteers and employees 

CAP 2 is No More Bullies, No More Victims and is a 

workshop on bullying awareness and bullying 

prevention. Cyberbullying is also addressed. Both 

sessions are 90 minutes. 

Adults must attend CAP 1 before attending CAP 2. After 

five years, adults have the option of attending CAP 1 

again if they prefer.

Have you noticed our newest 

addition?  DID YOU KNOW ? - The 

Sight of burning votive candles -real or 

electronic - is common in most Catholic 

churches. The candles are usually 

placed before statues of saints or at shrines. But how did  

this tradition get its start? 

ˈThe practice of lighting candles in order to obtain 

some favor probably has its origins in the custom of 

burning lights at the tombs of the martyrs in the 

catacombs. The lights burned as a sign of solidarity with 

Christians still on earth. Because the lights continually 

burned as a silent vigil, they became known as vigil 

lights. 
ˈVigil Lights (from the Latin vigilia, which means 

"waiting" or "watching") are traditionally accompanied 

by prayers of attention or waiting. Another common type 

of candle offering is the votive light. Such an offering is 

indicative of seeking some favor from the Lord or the 

saint before which the votive is placed. 

ˈLighting a candle is a way of extending one's prayer 

and showing solidarity with the person on whose behalf  

the prayer is offered. 
ˈIn the lighting of candles we remember and truly live 

the words of Our Lord: "I am the Light of the World."  

In the lighting of candles we not only pray, but our 

prayers become smaller symbols of the One Light of 

Christ. In burning candles, our prayers rise up to Heaven 

day and night; prayers for the saint's intercession are also 

common because of their friendship with God in 

Heaven. Saints are powerful intercessors. The lighting of 

candles has been observed since the time of the early 

martyrs.
