REFLECTIONS ON READINGS

First Reading: Zephaniah 3:14-18a Can you think of a
time when you felt especially close to God? Have there
been times of "reunion" with God in your life when you
felt like singing, or at least breaking into a big smile?

Second Reading: Philippians 4:4-7 Joy is a gift of God.
Sometimes we have to ask for it. Sometimes it takes an
effort to set aside our worries or expectations of the
future and to be happy in the present moment.
Sometimes, to "get joy," we have to give joy first! How
can you do this in a little way today?
Sometimes we need to stop and notice the peace and joy
already in our lives. What can you notice today? The
smile of a friend? A snow-covered tree? A favorite verse
from Scripture? What little thing can you do to rejoice
and "give joy" unselfishly during these days before
Christmas? Try to do something each day, one day at a
time.

Gospel: Luke 3:10-18 Did you know that the name
John means "gift of God"? How was John the Baptist a
gift to the people of his time? What gifts did he bring to
them? Think of people who are gifts in your life. Do not
forget those who, like John the Baptist, remind you to
live as a just and peaceful person! Pray for those people.
You may want to write them a note, if possible, to thank
them for the gifts they bring to you.

Reflection This Sunday has traditionally been called Gaudete Sunday, from the first word of the Entrance Antiphon in
Latin...it means Rejoice in the Lord, always, again | say rejoice-the Lord is near!

In the first reading, Zephaniah proclaimed a day of festival to celebrate God’s presence, as God joyfully celebrates ours!
In the second reading, Paul assured his readers and us that he desires their happiness and the kind of peace that
accompanies the Lord’s presence. We pray that we always remember He is near and will give us whatever we need, most
especially that joyful peace...that peaceful joy! These two readings open up for us what is at the basis of our relationships
with each other and of the good news to the people...God is in our midst! With so much to do these hectic pre-Christmas
days, we may find ourselves asking what they did in the Gospel: What should we do? The message from Luke pushes us
to answer the question on a deeper level than organizing busy holyday preparations. John the Baptist announced that One
mightier than | is coming, we remember the Psalm response: Cry out with joy and gladness, for among you is the great
and Holy One of Israel. But not all is joy and gladness-- John challenges his hearers and us to change behaviors, yet this
exhortation is good news because it is a herald of the coming of the holy one of Israel! The hearers know, as we do now,
the promise of renewal in the first reading was about to be fulfilled. May we give thanks with them, know peace with
them and sing for joy with them. This week, let us simply do what we were told today --REJOICE! Let us find joy in
our present circumstances and be the source of joy for others. Jesus is our good news, and we can be good news for
others, if we follow His lead. GAUDETE! (Adapted from Living Liturgy and Sourcebook)

Ritual  Your home advent wreath ritual could be done at your main meal each evening or at least each Sunday. This
week as you pray: Lord, You promised us a light to shine in our darkness. Teach us to wait in patience and to prepare
with joy....light two purple candles and the pink one for joy this week and at the end of the meal, extinguish the candle
and say Carry the light in your hearts! (from Family Prayer for Family Times) Each day during the week, try to take a few holy
pauses to reflect on one sentence, a thought about the readings from the daily Liturgy

Sunday—John the Baptist knows exactly who he is and is not! Such convictions about oneself is a quality we all need in
Advent. Just as John knew who he was, so do we: God’s child, God’s messenger!

Monday—Sometimes we honestly do see Jesus-sometimes we are not so sure. Jesus gives the elders a question for their
guestion, and they honestly answer we do not know...Jesus loves us in our honesty.

Tuesday—God promises to send faithful, humble people to us, who simply and quietly get the job done. In Gospel terms,
they are called the first son, sometimes with no reward they get the job done. Are we?

Wednesday-In jail, John hears Jesus description of his work...no mention of glorious trumpets, excessive wealth or
triumphant armies. . .just the prophetic words of scripture..can we hear Jesus’ words?

Thursday — We hear in Jesus’ history the names and many sad stories of women. With Jesus’ coming, women finally
started being recognized as persons with full rights. Do we thank Him?

Friday —We need to remember that the first Christmas was chaotic and uncomfortable. Jesus, coming from the hardest
possible circumstances, showed solidarity with those who suffered then and suffer now.

Saturday—We know from our own experience that God often comes through what we dread: change, insecurity, disease
or death. Can we sit with our fears long enough to become confident of our transformation and thank God for that
powerful, abiding grace? Hopefully yes. Gaudete, Alleluia!
