LITURGY
 

First Reading: Acts 5: 12-16 

The people held the apostles in great esteem and brought 

sick people to them to be healed. Although some were 

afraid to be known, the number of Jesus' followers 

continued to grow steadily. 

Reflections: Just like the early Church, we are called to 

carry on the mission of Jesus. We can do this only when 

we grow in the knowledge and experience of the risen 

Christ in our lives. How can you use the Easter season to  

do this?  

 
 

Second Reading: Revelation 1: 9-11a, 12-13, 17-19 

John depicts a vision of lamp-stands of gold and one like 

the Son of Man in a robe with a sash of gold.  This 

apparition told John he had nothing to fear and then 

described himself as one who was dead but now lived 

again. He then instructed John to record any other visions 

he might have. 

Reflections: We all know what an action hero with special 

powers in a movie or a TV show looks like. Often he wears 

special clothes, like a cape or special armor. Laser beams 

dart from his eyes. Special shoes or boots help him to fly.  

Reread the passage from John. What in the description of 

Jesus--his voice, his clothing, his surroundings--tells us 

that he is a very special person. What is the difference 

between this image and the image we see in a crucifix? 

Why do we need both images to understand who Jesus is? 

What is the difference between Jesus and an imaginary  

action hero?  

Pray: Lord Jesus Christ, be the First and the Last and the 

One who is my life. Give me the courage to proclaim you. 

Help me to overcome my fears by knowing you are with me 

each moment of the day and night. Amen.  

 

Gospel: John 20: 19-31 

Jesus appeared to the disciples and breathed on them 

saying, "Receive the Holy Spirit." He gives them the 

power to forgive people's sins or hold them accountable. 

Thomas, who was not present, refused to believe Jesus had 

appeared until he came to them once more. Jesus told 

Thomas to believe and added, "Blessed are those who have 

not seen and have believed. 

Reflections: Thomas is remembered in the Church as 

"doubting Thomas." Yet, Jesus respected his doubts, and 

answered them in a beautiful way. Thomas did not keep his 

doubts to himself. He shared them with the community and 

with Jesus. What can you do when you have a doubt or a 

question about something?  Thomas' response to Jesus is a 

beautiful prayer of faith and praise: "My Lord and my 

God!" Pray this prayer the next time you receive holy 

communion. Remember that your Lord and God is with 

you. What are some other ways you can pray this prayer? 

                         

Celebrating Liturgy ï Liturgical Roles - Priest and Deacons                                        
 

This week we take a look at the role of the Priest and Deacon.  

The following excerpt is from the óGeneral Instruction for the 

Roman Missalô which is the official document of the United 

Stated Conference of Catholic Bishops and provides the 

direction of our Liturgical celebration.   The numbers listed 

refer to the paragraph numbers in the document.  

ǒEvery legitimate celebration of the Eucharist is directed by 

the Bishop, either in person or through priests who are his 

helpers.  

ǒA priest also, who possesses within the Church the power of 

Holy Orders to offer sacrifice in the person of Christ, stands 

for this reason at the head of the faithful people gathered 

together here and now, presides over their prayer, proclaims 

the message of salvation to them, associates the people with 

himself in the offering of sacrifice through Christ in the Holy 

Spirit to God the Father, gives his brothers and sisters the 

Bread of eternal life, and partakes of it with them. When he 

celebrates the Eucharist, therefore, he must serve God and the 

people with dignity and humility, and by his bearing and by 

the way he says the divine words he must convey to the 

faithful the living presence of Christ. 

ǒAfter the priest, the deacon, in virtue of the sacred 

ordination he has received, holds first place among those who 

minister in the Eucharistic Celebration. For the sacred Order 

of the diaconate has been held in high honor in the Church 

even from the time of the Apostles. At Mass the deacon has 

his own part in proclaiming the Gospel, in preaching God's 

word from time to time, in announcing the intentions of the 

Prayer of the Faithful, in ministering to the priest, in 

preparing the altar and serving the celebration of the 

Sacrifice, in distributing the Eucharist to the faithful, 

especially under the species of wine, and sometimes in giving 

directions regarding the people's gestures and posture.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,  

What a sacred Holy Week and glorious Easter we had here in Christ the King Parish!  We are so grateful to all 

those who came to share in our Services and to those who were actively involved in them in many ways: Lectors, 

Musicians and Cantors, Extraordinary Ministers, Altar Servers, Ushers, Foot washees, Maintenance men, 

Decorators, Daffodil-deliverers to the homebound and many other behind-the-scenes helpers. Our challenge now is 

to allow our Easter spirit to continue!  

Reflection: Today is the eighth and last day of the octave of Easter, known also as Divine Mercy Sunday, since Pope John Paul 

canonized Sister Faustina in 2000.  Just before his death, he wrote:  To humanity, which at times seems to be lost and dominated by the 

power of evil, selfishness and fear, the risen Lord offers the gifts of His love that pardons, reconciles and opens the soul to hope.  It is 

love that converts hearts and brings peaceéHow much the world needs to understand and accept Divine Mercy.  (more information at 

www. Catholicculture.org) 

We are called to act daily with that spirit of mercy toward our neighbors and our enemies, with prayers, words and actionséin other 

words, in the spirit of the Easter Season, lasting for fifty days.  This season is an opportunity for us to cultivate a spirit that defines 

who we are as Christians.  So what does living the Spirit of the Easter season mean in very practical terms?  Here are three concrete 

suggestions taken from the Loyola Press website which will help us carry the Easter Season all through the year.  Letôs pray for one 

another that we can hold these three simple yet profound thoughts in our hearts: 

+Live with Joy! Joy is a deep-down gladness that cannot be taken away, even in the midst of sorrow.  The Passion and 

Resurrection of Jesus teach us that suffering is transformed through faith in the Risen Christ.  With this faith, we are able to hold on to 

an enduring sense of joy even in the midst of the sadness we experience from the loss of a loved one or a setback during recovery from 

illness, or a failure to achieve an important goal! 

+Live with out Fear! The Resurrection teaches us that God can overcome anything, even death.  When the risen Christ appeared 

to the women at the tomb and later to His disciples, His first words were:  Do not be afraid! These words speak to our hearts, helping 

us cope with the fear from a loss of a job, a serious illness, or a crumbling relationship.  Our faith allows us to trust that God will grace 

us to get through those things without fear. 

+Live with New Eyes!  Easter means to live with a sense of 

newness.  Just as the return of spring lifts our spirits and makes us feel 

like the whole world is new, the Resurrection of Jesus makes all things 

new.  The Easter spirit is a spirit of renewal that enables us to show up at 

work with a positive attitude, to renew relationships that have been taken 

for granted, and to express appreciation and affection to those closest to 

us.  It means to see the world through new eyes, Godôs eyes. 

We can use these 50 days to cultivate an Easter spirit that enables us to 

be truly Christian:  embracing joy, living without fear and seeing the 

world again, as if for the first time.  May we do just that! 

 

Looking ahead with that joy, not fear, and with new eyeséPlease mark your calendars for our Parish Mission, scheduled 

for three evenings in May:  Sunday, May 2

th
!  We are blessed this anniversary year to have 

as our presenter Father Jim Greenfield, Provincial of his order, the Oblates of Saint Francis de Sales.  He will be carrying out our 

Easter theme of new life by sharing some Practical Paths to Holiness, based on the wise teachings of Francis de Sales.  I have heard
