These are tangible manifestations of His love and Lordship. The Jesus we follow is both Lover of humanity and Lord of humanity.
While it is always nice to hear wordsof love, far more powerful are deedswhi ch demonstrate tangibly
most profoundly demonstrates His love for us in His death and Resurrection. Then, to make that mystery complete for us, He
demonstrates His love in the simple deed of cooking breakfast for His disciples. We demonstrate our love for Him and for each other

by faithfully loving Him, following Him and feeding and tending His lambs and His sheep. Love is not simply good feelings but the
tangible caring for others.
