LITURGY
First Reading: Acts 13: 14, 43-52 

Paul and Barnabas addressed many people, and large crowds 

gathered to hear them. Some of the Jews became jealous, and 

argued with whatever Paul said. But Paul and Barnabas 

continued preaching their message of salvation and 

everlasting life, until they were eventually forced to leave the 

town. 

Reflections: God's covenant with the Jews, the one he made 

with Abraham and Moses, is forever. The Jews are still his 
chosen people. He will never take back his love for them. The 

covenant God made with us, the Gentiles, in Jesus, is also 

forever. God's love is for everyone, Jew and Gentile alike.  
After Paul & Barnabas who were Jews, discovered Jesus and 

his message, they wanted to share that message. For the Jews 

who accepted Jesus and his message, this meant a change. 
Why do you think the Jewish leaders resisted their message? 

When do you resist a new idea? Why? Because of this 
resistance, Paul & Barnabas begin their mission to the non-

Jews, the Gentiles who were pagans.. Why do you think they 

were open to the message that Paul & Barnabas brought to 
them? When are you open to new ideas? Why? 

Second Reading: Revelation 7: 9, 14b-17 

John saw a vision of many people surrounding a throne and 

the Lamb. One of the elders told him these were the people 

who had survived great periods of trial, but maintained strong 

faith in God. Now they would receive eternal protection and 

comfort from God as reward for their loyalty. 

Reflections: This reading calls Jesus, "the Lamb." Jesus is 
the lamb who sacrificed himself for us. This reading puts 

three images together: the Lamb who was slain, now 
victorious on the throne (the king), and the shepherd who will 

care for his flock. Pray this prayer: Jesus, you are Lamb, 

Shepherd, and King. Help us to follow you, no matter how 
dark or painful the journey becomes. Help us to believe that 

you are always with us, ready to wipe away our tears. We ask 

this in your name, Lord Jesus. Amen. 

Gospel: John 10: 27-30 
Jesus states that his sheep know his voice and follow him, 

and will receive eternal life. Jesus also says that no one can 

snatch his followers away, because God is greater than 

anyone who might try, and Jesus is one with God. 

Reflections: Did you know that the brain capacity of the 

average dog is about the same as that of a 3 yr old child? 
This means that dogs can understand quite a lot and also 

there is still a lot that they cannot understand.. This is why it 

is up to us to keep our dogs out of danger. We often use our 
voices to do this: "Come! Sit! Down!" This is what a good 

shepherd does for sheep. Just as a dog recognizes its owner's 

voice, sheep recognize the shepherd's voice. We, as the flock 
of Jesus, hear and recognize Jesus' voice. When do we hear 

his voice? How do we recognize it? What can you do this 

week to show that you have truly heard the Good 

Shepherd's voice? 

 

 

 

 

Celebrating Liturgy ï Roles ï Liturgical Ministers                                      
It is a privilege and honor to minister and ministering is true 

stewardship in action.  All of these roles require two things ï 

the willingness to serve and training.  

ǒAltar Servers ï the role of altar server is to assist the priest 

and deacon. In particular, it is their responsibility to assist the 

priest in preparing the altar with the sacred vessels in addition 

to carrying the cross and candles in the procession. 

ǒLectors (Reader) - The lector is called to proclaim the 

readings from Sacred Scripture, with the exception of the 

Gospel. The may also announce the intentions for the Prayer 

of the Faithful and they carry the Book of the Gospels.   Upon 

reaching the altar, the lector places the Book of the Gospels 

upon it, bows and then takes their place in the assembly. 

ǒExtraordinary Minister of the Eucharist (Eucharistic 

Minister) ïThe Eucharistic minister is called upon to assist 

the priest and deacon  in distributing Holy Communion to the 

assembly and also assist with visiting the sick in hospitals and 

nursing homes as well as the homebound.  You may also 

notice them assisting with the distribution of ashes.  

ǒLeader of Song/Cantor ï It is fitting that there be a cantor or 

choir director to lead and sustain the people's singing. The 

role of the leader of song is to lead the assembly in song, 

inviting all to raise their voices.  The cantorôs role is to sing 

the psalm (responsorial) in between the readings. Singing 

enhances our celebration.  

ǒUshers/Hospitality ï Looking for a seat? Need assistance? 

The Hospitality ministers (ushers) are there to greet us as we 

enter the church each week. These dedicated people assist 

you in locating a seat, pass the basket to collect our weekly 

offering, direct traffic flow during the reception of holy 

Communion, and distribute the weekly bulletin as you leave 

church each week.  

ǒSacristan - The sacristan is the óbehind the sceneô person 

who carefully arranges the liturgical books, vestments, 

candles, bread and wine, and other items necessary for the 

celebration of Mass.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends, 

This Fourth Sunday of Easter is traditionally known as Good Shepherd Sunday, 

and is something like a hinge Sunday!  Our Gospel story of the loving, caring 

shepherd invites us to look back to the first three Sundays of Easter when we heard 

appearance accounts of the risen Jesus.  We were reminded that Jesus is alive and 

is still present to us, teaching and caring.  We are also invited to look ahead to the 

next three Sundays and Pentecost when we will be reminded that we are called to be His disciples in our world.  We are to be 

present to one another, teaching and caring as He did, aware that He is with us always and everywhere.  We can be full of 

hope, full of courage, full of faithfulnessélet us reflect togetheré. 

Reflection:  We are reminded today that Jesus is both the Good Shepherd and the Lamb who was slain!  As Shepherd, He 

is the one who cares for us and leads us.  As Lamb, Jesus is the one who lays down His life in sacrifice for us.  

Encountering Jesus as the Good Shepherd opens us to His care and love for us as the Risen One who remains with us!  

The joy and delight of the Good Shepherd is a foretaste of the eternal life which is given to Jesusô faithful followers.  

Encountering Jesus as the Lamb who was slain opens us to the cost of following Him.  Yes, the voice of Jesus in the 

Gospel calls us to a discipleship which always takes us through suffering, rejection and persecution.  However, no matter 

what the cost of following Jesus, we are not alone nor are we abandoned to our own resources.   The risen Jesus is always  

present within us. This is the good news of these Easter gospels.   

 

Hearing Jesusô voice and fidelity to its call involves us in the harsh realities of the world in which we live. In the midst of 

all the violence and questioning around us, Jesus is with us!  Jesus, at the center of our hearts, will shepherd us and lead us 

to springs of life-giving water, where He will wipe away every tear, as we heard in the second reading.  No matter what 

we encounter in following Jesus, nothing or no one can take us out of His care.  The Good Shepherd has empowered us to 

hear and recognize His voiceéa living word embodied in the way He lived, taught and journeyed through death to risen 

life. He speaks His living word to us in many way: at Liturgy each Sunday,  in our community when we experience and 

share the demands of discipleshipéin the challenging words of otherséin the demands for just acts in daily livingéin 

the cry of the poor and suffering, near and far.  Even when the voice leads us beyond safety and security, the hand of the 

Good Shepherd holds us tight and guides us to new life!  Such Easter Joy should fill us-Alleluia! (adapted from Living Liturgy) 
 

Ritual:    On this Good Shepherd Sunday, it would be good to read prayerfully Psalm 23.  There are few passages of 

Scripture more familiar or more nurturing than this prayer.  The verses wrap themselves around the heart like a motherôs 

protective embrace, giving assurance of Godôs care.  The beautiful picture book  He Is My Shepherd, illustrated and 

written by David and Helen Haidle,  gives children (and all of us!) a new understanding of Psalm 23 through the text of 

the International Childrenôs Bible, as well as insightful explanations and exquisite, sensitive watercolor pictures.  Each 

page not only describes situations and emotions common to children of any culture and any age---worry, fear, rebellion, 

happiness---but also provides a heartfelt prayer response.  It would make a perfect gift for anyone!   
 

This excerpt shows how much we learn about sheep, about Godôs love, about prayer and about ourselves!      
 

Even if I walk through a very dark valley, I will not be afraid, because you are with me!  A dark valley is a scary place to be.  Sheep 

do not want to walk through shadowy pathways and deep ravines, but they learn to overcome fear when the shepherd is by their side.  

They huddle close to him as he leads them through the valley.  Lord, you know everything that scares me.  You even know the things 

 I óm afraid might happened to me.  Iôm glad youôre with me no mater what happens.  (from back cover)

hear the Shepherdôs voice, I promise, through the inspiring words of Fr. James Greenfield, OSFS.
