First Reading: Acts 10: 34a, 37-43

Peter discusses Jesus' life of preaching and healing. Jesus
was crucified, and then he rose up and was seen by his
chosen witnesses. Peter also mentions the importance of
all the disciples bearing witness to what they saw, so that
many people would believe in Jesus, and have their sins
forgiven through him.

Reflections: How will you rejoice with the risen Christ
and the entire Church today?

Second Reading: Colossians 3: 1-4

Paul asserts that we must pay attention to higher realms
rather than earthly concerns. Our life is not yet completely
known to us, until Christ appears and we are raised to
glory in him.

Reflections: What do you think are some of these "higher
things" we are urged to set our hearts on? How can you do
this?

Gospel: John 20: 1-9

When Mary Magdalene discovered Jesus' tomb was open,
she told Simon Peter and another disciple. They ran to the
tomb and Peter went inside. He found the burial wrappings
on the ground, with the head covering separate from the
rest. The other disciple came in and they believed what
they saw, although until then they had not understood the
Scripture's message of Jesus' resurrection.

Reflections: We have heard many times about Jesus'
Resurrection. But do we truly and deeply believe it? Do
our lives give evidence of the joy and peace and hope of
Easter? Spend a little time today in the company of the
risen Lord. Ask him to help you to truly believe in his
rising, and your own. Sing him an "Alleluia!"
Does your belief in the resurrection affect your everyday
life? How you treat others? An early father of the Church
wrote, "A Christian should be an alleluia from head to
toe!" How can you live a life of praise?

Celebrating Liturgy i Easter Season

This week in our Liturgy series we take a look at the
Easter season.

Easter Sunday is the day Christians celebrate the
resurrection of Jesus from the dead. After 40 days of Lent,
the church is once again filled with flowers and splashes of
color can be found throughout the church. Our prayers
and songs tell of the resurrected Jesus and we joyfully
proclaim Alleluia, Jesus is Risen!

eEaster is a movable feast. That is, the date of Easter (and
Passover) is not fixed but is determined by the lunar
calendar adapted from a formula decided by the Council of
Nicaea in AD 325. In this formula, Easter is celebrated on
the first Sunday following the first full moon after the
Spring equinox. This usually occurs on March 21, which
means the date of Easter can range between March 22 and
April 25 depending on the lunar cycle.

eEaster is more than a single day of observance. It is
actually a seven-week season of the church year that
begins at sundown the evening before Easter Sunday (the
Easter Vigil) and lasts for six more Sundays until
Pentecost Sunday. These seven Sundays are called the
Sundays of Easter, climaxing on the seventh Sunday, the
Sunday before Pentecost Sunday.

oOn the 40th day after Easter we celebrate the Feast of the

Ascension Day which marks not only the resurrection of

Jesus from the dead, but his exaltation from servant hood

to Ruler and Lord as the fitting climax of Resurrection Day

(Eph 1:20-22).

Next week we will continue our series as begin to look at
the various Liturgical Roles in liturgy.

In today’s gospel Mary Magdalene confesses she “did not
know” what happened to Jesus. Every relationship is held
together by hope and trust in the other, because, like Mary
Magdal ene, we “just don’
whenever we accept the uncertainty in our relationships
and joyfully live the present moment in hope and trust.

Rituals: Yes, the Alleluia returns to our liturgy; bells ring out in joy; white vestments, fragrant lilies, and bright flowers
decorate our altar. Jesus is risen! We extend that joy into our homes as well. It is a wonderful opportunity to focus on the
meaning of some home rituals and share them with your families. You could change the cloth on your prayer table or
dining room table to white or a pastel color and place a bow! of fresh water in the center, a sign of our baptism, with some
fresh flowers around it. We have come through the desert of Lent to the garden of the Resurrection! Easter Baskets with
painted or dyed eggs remind us that eggs are symbols of new life, of rebirth. Inside the hard shell, there is the force of life
which will break through just as Jesus broke the bonds of sin and through the stone grave. Coloring the eggs adds to the
festivity. In some Eastern European countries the decorating of eggs is a fine art and silver and gold are used on very
special ones.

We associate baby rabbits, chickens, birds and ducks with the Easter season since it takes place in the spring of the year,
when on the farm and in rural areas, the animals give birth to their young. As Easter occurs in April this year, many parts
of the country are in springtime bloom as we are here in Haddonfield. As we begin this glorious season of grace, let us not

miss these signs of new life, Easter life, that surround us, all gifts from our loving God. May we be forever grateful.
