LITURGY
First Reading: Acts 14: 21-27 

Paul and Barnabas traveled to many towns and found 

many disciples willing to help them preach. They warned 

their disciples of the trials they would face. Paul and 

Barnabas then returned to Antioch, where their journey 

had begun, and told the congregation there of the progress 

they had made. 

Reflections: This reading reminds us that trials were part 

of the Christian life from the beginning. Our trials may 

seem small by comparison. Can you name some things that 

can be trials for us? What should be our attitude?  

Christians are still persecuted in places throughout the 

world. You may want to find out where and why. Keep 

these brothers and sisters in your prayers. Is there 

something else you can do for them?  

Second Reading: Revelation 21: 1-5a 

John had a vision of a new earth, and a new Jerusalem 

coming down from heaven. Then a voice described 

Jerusalem as a place where God would live among his 

people and comfort them. The former world had vanished, 

and pain, death and suffering had left the world as well. 

Reflections: The One on the throne promises, "Behold, I 

make all things new." What is your dream? What in your 

life needs to be made new again? It may be taking more 

time for prayer or reading Scripture. It may be making a 

relationship better. It may be a commitment to eat more 

fruits and vegetables. It may be a nudge to do something 

entirely different, like pursuing a new activity,  or pursuing 

a new career. Some families may be moving to a new town 

or a new house. Whatever it is, making things new is part 

of God's plan for us. When we cooperate, we help "renew 

the face of the earth." We help make things new for 

everyone around us! Doing new things or committing 

ourselves anew to choices we have made is not always 

easy. What would you say to someone who is thinking of 

doing something new or trying to make better choices?  

Ask Jesus to help make things new in your hearts and lives 

as you continue to celebrate this Easter season of 

resurrection. 

Gospel: John 13: 31-33a, 34-35 
After Judas left the last supper, Jesus warned the other 

disciples that he would not be with them much longer. 

Jesus gave them a new commandment to love one another 

as he had loved them. He stated that their love for each 

other would distinguish them as his disciples. 

Reflections: The commandment to "love one another" can 

seem trite. This means that we seem to hear it all the time, 

so much so that it becomes meaningless. Love, love, love! 

However, we can look for other ways to say this. Perhaps 

then we will understand it better. For example, a TV show 

popular some years ago had this line: "Take care of each 

other out there!" Taking care of others is a way of loving. 

This is part of what Jesus meant.  
 

Celebrating Liturgy ï Sacramentals 
 

As a community and individually, we use many sacred 

objects, blessings and gestures during a liturgical 

celebration and in our personal prayer.  The church refers 

to these objects, blessings and gestures as ósacramentalsô.  
 

Some of the more commonly known sacramentals used in 

the Catholic Church include the Sign of the Cross 

(reminder of our baptism), Anointing, Incense, Bibles, 

Holy Water, Crucifix, Bells, Fire, Candles, Genuflection, 

Folding of Hands, Bowing the Head, Rosaries, Chalice, 

Paten, Lectionary, Sacramentary, Flagon, Sacred Oils, 

Scapulars, Ashes, and Palms. 
 

Unlike the sacraments that were instituted by Christ, 

sacramentals were instituted by the church.  These 

sacramentals are not meant to be used in a magical or 

superstitious way but rather as a vehicle to deepen our 

devotion and celebration.    
 

Next week when you come to mass, take note of the 

sacramentals used during the liturgy.  How many can you 

identify?   
 

Next week we will continue our series and review the 

many different vestments worn by the priest and deacon.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,  

Happy Fifth Sunday of Easter and Happy Mayñthe month of Mary.  We continue our Easter journey in her company.  

As the first Christ-bearer, Mary is the model for us as we allow Jesus to rise in our hearts and be heard in our words and 

seen in our actions.  May we make time each day to pray and reflect on her loving, gentle yet strong part in the life of Jesus 

and in our own lives.  She can intercede for us as we attempt to carry our Sunday Scriptures into the week ahead.   

Reflection: This Sundayôs Gospel passage begins the very lengthy Last Discourse or Farewell Speech which Jesus addresses to the 

disciples at the Last Supper, given to us only by John.  It is a flashback for us, but we see it in a new light. We see now, after Easter, 

that Jesus is willing to suffer and die not only that He might live but also that all of us might share in that same glory. The first part of 

Chapter 13, from which this Sundayôs gospel passage is taken, begins with Jesusô washing the feet of His disciples, then telling them I 

have given you a model to follow, so that as I have done for you, you should also do.  It is with this dramatic and unexpected act in 

mind that the disciples now hear Jesus command them:  I give you a new commandment:  love one another.  As I have loved you, so 

you also should love one another. The parallel wording links the two acts:  as I have done/lovedéyou also should do/loveé.  This 

love is not exclusively for the mutual benefit of disciples.  Rather, this is how all will know that you are my disciples, if you have love 

for one another.   

  We too, His present disciples, are able to love as Jesus did only because of the power and grace which come from our first 

being loved by God.  God transforms us into those who love as the divine Son loved.  This could be called our paschal transformation 

ïby our own self-sacrificing love, we are the presence of the risen Christ for others.  Maybe this Gospel flashback is inviting us to do 

our everyday things with new meaning, with a conscious connection to Jesusô mission of love. This includes receiving as well as 

giving loveéonly then can our capacity to love be expanded and even greater possibilities for newness of life opened up.  Sharing in 

the glory is not just the future, eternal life glory, but the glory experienced now in the goodness of one another and our relationships 

with one another.  Amen.  Alleluia! (adapted from Living Liturgy) 

Reminder: The Office of Life and Justice in our Camden Diocese encourages us this weekend to pray that our broken US immigration 

system will soon be reformed so that there will be a fair and just path for citizenship for the millions of undocumented people in our 

country.  More information can be found at www.justiceforimmigrants.org.  Let us also pray that the dignity of life be respected at all 

stages, in all places. Please check this bulletin for an announcement about a second collection for Jubilee Women, Inc. next Sunday, 

Mothersô Day, sponsored by our Pro-Life Committee. This will be a small way for us to support this dignity of life for unborn children 

and their mothers right in our own state. Thank you so much. 

Ritual :  To stay aware of our journey with Mary this month, perhaps you could stop in church during the week or get to church a few 

minutes before Sunday Liturgy.  In our Music Issue you could find the beautiful hymn which puts the Hail Mary to music: Hail Mary: 

Gentle Womané.. think about the words, maybe even memorize them, pray them, even sing them periodicallyéBlessed are you 

among women, blessed in turn, all women tooéblessed they with peaceful spiritséblessed they with gentle heartséGentle woman, 

teach us wisdom, teach us love.  During this month on this page, I will also share some reflections on the new Luminous Mysteries of 

the Rosary, and their connection to Jesusô life and our own.  Let us pray for one anotheréfor all the women in our lives and around 

the worldémay we learn Maryôs lessons of wisdom and love.
