LITURGY
First Reading: Acts 7: 55-60 

Stephen was filled with the Holy Spirit, and described seeing 

Jesus standing at God's right hand. Then he was dragged away 

and stoned to death before many witnesses who did not believe 

his words. Before dying he cried, "Lord, do no hold this sin 

against them." 

Reflections: First notice the "young man named Saul." He 

helped put Stephen to death by watching the coats of the stone-

throwers. Today we would call him "an accessory to murder." 

Saul later converted to Christianity and became known as Paul, 

the great apostle and writer of the many letters we hear each 

Sunday. We call him "Saint Paul." What does this tell you about 

God's forgiveness? What does this tell you about the possibility 

of change for the better in human life?  What were Stephen's last 

two prayers? How do they compare with the last prayers from 

the cross that Jesus himself prayed? (See Luke 23:34 and 46.) 

How does this show you that Stephen was a true disciple of 

Jesus?  How can you speak up for Jesus Christ in your own life? 

When can you pray the prayers of Saint Stephen in your own 

life? 

Second Reading: Revelation 22: 12-14, 16-17, 20 
John hears a voice saying, "Remember I am coming soon!" This 

messenger for Jesus says that he will come to reward those who 

are deserving. Those who hear the call of the Spirit are 

encouraged to answer by accepting Jesus. 

Reflections:  This is full of symbolism. Let us look at each 

symbol in order to "dig out" the rich meaning of this passage.  

Christians: they who wash their robes (are baptized) and have 

the right to the tree of life (the life of grace) and enter the city 

(the Church, and also the heavenly city). Those who "thirst" may 

come and accept the gift of life-giving water (Baptism).  

Jesus: Jesus says that he is Alpha & Omega, the Beginning & 

the End. (Alpha is the first letter of the Greek alphabet, & 

Omega is the Last.) He is called the Root of David (the great 

king of Israel) & Offspring of David. Jesus is the Son of David & 

thus is an heir to the kingdom of Israel. He is the bright Morning 

Star (the brightest star in the sky at dawn). He can be found 

easily by anyone who is looking for him!  

The Church: The Church is symbolized by the city & also by the 

Bride. A bride is loved very much by the groom & is committed 

for life to the groom, & he is committed to her. The Church is a 

bride because Jesus loves us & we are his forever. And he is 

ours forever! 

Remember that the Spirit is praying in you, because you are part 

of the Bride, the Church, the city of God. The Spirit & the Bride 

say "Come, Lord Jesus!". 

Gospel: John 17: 20-26 
Jesus prays for all people who will believe in him through the 

words of his disciples. His prayer is that the world will live in 

unity, with Jesus living in us as he lives in God. Although we 

have not known God, we know Jesus was sent by God because 

of his love for us. He prays this love will live on in all people. 

Reflections: How does it feel to know that Jesus was praying for 

you? How can you show today that you have the spirit of unity? 

We know that today there are differing beliefs among the various 

religions of the world, and differing beliefs even among 

Christians. How can we make a contribution to unity? Think of 

ways the following might help: love, respect, dialogue, study, 

prayer. 

 

Celebrating Liturgy ï Vestments 

As we continue our liturgy series, week we explore the 

vestments wore by the priest, deacon and altar servers during a 

liturgy.  The vestments worn by the priest are a powerful visible 

part of our liturgy. The beauty of the robes enhances our 

expression of the festivity and sharpens our visual focus.  The 

fabrics and design bring beauty and functionality to the 

vestments allowing for movement and gestures required by the 

priest.  

ǒAlb  - A white linen vestment reaching nearly to the ground and 

may be secured around the waist by a cincture.  The priest wears 

an alb under the chasuble. 

ǒChasuble - The chasuble is the outermost liturgical vestment 

worn by clergy for the celebration of the Eucharist  

ǒCincture - The cincture is a long, rope-like cord with tasseled 

ends, tied around the waist outside the alb. When worn by 

laypersons the color generally reflects that of the liturgical 

season. When worn by clergy it is usually white symbolizing 

chastity and purity.  When laypeople wear an alb, the cincture is 

usually tied on the right. As deacons tie their stoles on the right, 

they often fasten the cincture on the left instead. Priests and 

bishops usually have the knot of their cincture in front of them; 

the loose ends are often passed around the stole and tucked 

through the waist of the cincture at each side.   

ǒDalmatic - The dalmatic is a long wide-sleeved tunic, which 

serves as a liturgical vestment worn by a deacon.  Like the 

chasuble, the dalmatic is an outer vestment and is supposed to 

match the liturgical colors of the day. 

ǒStole - In the Roman Catholic Church the stole is the vestment 

that marks recipients of Holy Orders. It is conferred at the 

ordination of a deacon, by which one becomes a member of the 

clergy. A bishop or other priest wears the stole around his neck 

with the ends hanging down in front, while the deacon places it 

over his left shoulder and ties it cross-wise at his right side. 

Next week our series continues as we explore

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends, 

Happy Seventh Sunday of Easter, the Sunday after Ascension Thursday and 

the Sunday before Pentecost!  This means that we have entered the last week of 

the great season of Easter!  We stand on the threshold between the return of 

Christ to the Father at the Ascension and the pouring out of the Holy Spirit upon 

the disciples at Pentecost.  This Sundayõs Gospel continues Johnõs recounting of 

that Last Supper, the night before Jesus died.  In it we heard Jesus revealing to 

His disciples and to us the depths of His heartõs desire.  Let us reflect on this 

beautiful message and carry it into our week ahead: 

Reflection: One of my favorite classic stories is The Little Prince* , by Antoine de St. Exupery.  This prince came to earth from a far-

off world searching for happiness. After many experiences, his wise friend, the fox, shared a secret with him as he is about to return to 

his planet. It is a secret I hope we all can remember:  It is only with the heart that one can see rightly; what is essential is invisible to 

the eye.  In our Gospel today, Jesus is preparing to say goodbye to His disciples and shares an intimate secret of his heart--how much 

He loves them and us! Father, they are your gift to me, He prayed.  His desire is that the intimate love and union He shares with His 

Father may take root in all of us.  Experiencing such divine love and intimate union enables and sustains the disciplesô mission to the 

world, and our own, and we will be seeing rightly, with our hearts. This loving union among the believers is the first form of their 

witness to the world.  Our love for one another is also Godôs love in us spilling over.  Our unity as the Body of Christ is Godôs life 

abounding in us in word and truth.  They are signs to the world pointing to Jesus, the risen One, united perfectly with His Father and 

with us.  This is the greatest compliment we can pay to Jesus:  Imitate Him!  Ultimately this is what discipleship means:  Imitate 

Him!  This is how we are to live as disciples:  Imitate Him!  This is the call of the new life of resurrection:  Imitate Him!  This is the 

challenge of Pentecost next week:  Imitate Him!  May we do so with courage and with grace, those essential things that are invisible 

to the eye! (Adapted from Living Liturgy)  * this is filled with enough quotable quotes to last for yearsðalso made into a filmécheck it out!  

Ritual :  We continue reflecting on one of our most beautiful rituals of prayer, the rosary. The word mystery has become associated 

with each decade of the rosary.  It comes from a Greek word meaning to close oneôs eyes and lips, so mystery is a reality that is 

present even when our eyes are closedðthat is, when we cannot see or understand it.  Again we realize that we see rightly only with 

our hearts! It is important to reaffirm these mysteries of our faith through prayerful reflection as we pray the rosary. We begin our first 

thoughts on the new Mysteries of Light, the Luminous Mysteries, we remember Pope John Paulôs words: The whole mystery of Christ 

is a mystery of light. He reminds us that though the rosary is clearly Marian in character, it is at heart a Christ-centered prayer.  For the 

next few weeks, we will focus on these five new Mysteries of Light, that focus on Jesusô public life. The first, The Baptism of Jesus in 

the Jordan River, not only illuminates Jesusô identity as Godôs beloved Son, both divine and human, but reveals with bright clarity His 

mission as Messiah.  Jesusô Baptism teaches us about our own Baptism and anointing as well.  As with Jesus, the Spirit descends upon 

us and remains with us.  Each time we dip our fingers in the holy water font as we enter and leave church, we remind ourselves of the 

permanent baptismal river of life that remains and continue to flow within us.  Meditating on this mystery is helpful at those times 

when we may feel unloved or uninspired.  God is always ready to embrace us as beloved children.  Indeed, Godôs Spirit is a river of 

life and love ever flowing within us. Keep the image of Jesusô Baptism and your own as you pray the first decade. Hear the words: 

This is my beloved son and this is my beloved daughteréwith them I am well pleased. Believe it!  (Adapted from Scriptural Meditations for 

Pope John Paul IIôs Mysteries of Light)
