PENTECOST  SUNDAY  \  MAY 23, 2010  

 



LITURGY
First Reading: Acts 2: 1-11 

The disciples were celebrating Pentecost together when 

"tongues of fire appeared which parted, then came to rest on 

each of them." The disciples were filled with the Holy Spirit 

and began speaking in foreign tongues. Visitors from many 

different countries were amazed that each guest could hear 

his or her native language being spoken as the disciples 

proclaimed God's glory 

Reflections: Wind and fire are two of the most powerful 
forces of nature. What are some of the destructive effects of 

wind? of fire? Now think of the more positive effects of wind 

& fire. Can you name some of them? When we receive the 
Holy Spirit in Baptism & Confirmation, we are opening 

ourselves to a powerful force. The Spirit is a mighty wind that 

blows new life into us. The Spirit is fire that destroys anything 
that keeps us from God. How is the Spirit "wind & fire" in 

your life? The Spirit, as we read today, can also break down 
barriers between people. How can you celebrate Pentecost by 

breaking down a barrier between you & someone else?a 

barrier caused by misunderstanding in some way? 

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 12: 3b-7, 12-13 
Each person has received different manifestations of the same 

spirit to contribute to the common good of all. All members 

of the church have been baptized into one body because of 

our belief in the Holy Spirit, who was sent to us by God. 

Reflections: What do you think of when you hear the word 

"different?" In this reading, Saint Paul assures us that 

differences in the Christian community are given "for some 
benefit." We all need one another. Can you give some 

examples of "different gifts" among members of your family? 
your religion group? your parish members & ministers? 

Each one of us is unique. How are you different in your gifts 

and talents? How do you use them for the benefit of all? 

Gospel: John 20: 19-23 
Jesus appeared to the disciples even though they had locked 

the doors in fear. Jesus then showed the disciples his hands 

and his side; and they rejoiced at his presence.  He breathed 

on them saying "Receive the Holy Spirit." He then gave the 

disciples the power to forgive others or hold them 

accountable for their sins. 

Reflections: Peace and forgiveness are gifts from Jesus in the 
Holy Spirit. Do you need to be a more peaceful and forgiving 

person? Forgiveness is not "forgiving and forgetting." It does 
not deny that a wrong or a hurt took place. When we hurt 

someone, the bridge between us falls down. Our bond with 

that person is broken. When we forgive someone, or are 
forgiven, we allow the Holy Spirit to rebuild the bridge 

between us, even stronger than before. Because we are 

limited and human, we may not feel this all at once. But 
forgiveness is part of God's love. When we forgive, we bring 

God's love into our lives and into the lives of those who have 
hurt us. We can cross the bridge to meet again. We may still 

remember being hurt, but we can recall it with thanksgiving. 

We can thank God for the new and stronger bridge. Are there 
any broken bridges in your life? What might be a first step to 

the Spirit's gift of rebuilding and repair? How could you ask 
the Holy Spirit for help? 
 

Celebrating Liturgy ï The Feast of Pentecost  
ñCome, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle 

in them the fire of your love.  Send forth your Spirit and they 

shall be created.  And Thou shall renew the face of the earthò. 

Pentecost is the seventh Sunday after Easter and officially 

ends the Easter season. Pentecost, the birthday of the church, 

is the fiftieth day after Easter Sunday and the tenth day after 

Ascension Thursday which commemorates the descent of the 

Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and the followers of Jesus on 

that day, as described in the Acts of the Apostles: 

ñThe Apostles of our Lord were gathered together in one 

place. Suddenly, a sound came from heaven like a rushing 

wind, filling the entire house where they were sitting. Then, 

tongues of fire appeared, and one sat upon each one of 

Apostles. They were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began 

to speak in other languages as directed by the Spiritò (Acts 

2:1-4). 

On this feast day, the Paschal candle will be extinguished & 

will only be lit for use during Baptisms & Funerals.  The 

church now begins the season known as óOrdinary Timeô.  

Pentecost is celebrated in many different ways around the 

world. Some of the traditions: 

In the US our churches are decorated in red and parishioners 

wear red to mass. 

In Italy  it was customary to scatter rose petals from the 

ceiling of the churches to recall the miracle of the fiery 

tongues. 

In France it was customary to blow trumpets during Divine 

service, to recall the sound of the mighty wind which 

accompanied the Descent of the Holy Spirit.  

In the Ukraine and Poland, Pentecost is called "the Green 

Holiday" - people decorate their houses with green branches, 

which - according to tradition - are said to bring God's 

blessing upon the home and the people living in it.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends, 

Happy Pentecost Sunday, culminating our fifty-day celebration of the Easter Mystery.  

The first Sundays of the Easter season focused on the risen Jesus as the embodiment of 

the Paschal Mystery.  These last Sundays transfer the focus from Jesus to us as 

disciples.  The Spirit empowers us to become and do Christ-like things in our day-to-day 

living.  That is the powerful message we hold in our hearts as we reflect on todayõs 

scriptures and carry them into our week aheadé 

Reflection: The first reading from Acts narrates the Lukan Pentecost account in powerful terms:  a strong driving wind and tongues 

of fire. These are Godôs actions undertaken on our behalf. Johnôs Gospel, on the other hand, promises the coming of the Spirit in 

gentler, relational terms: as a teacher and One who comes to remind us of what Jesus taught.  In the Gospel, the emphasis is not so 

much on Godôs power as on our receptivity to Godôs indwelling presence, word and commandment which enable us to be faithful 

disciples. Both power and gentle relationship characterize the disciple who has received the Spirit.   Godôs power in the Spirit gives 

birth to a new relationship of love and divine indwelling.  The Spiritôs dwelling within us is the Fatherôs and Jesusô love and the pre-

condition for why we can continue Jesusô missionðto love as He did and to keep His commandments and word as He desires. The 

Spirit is the power planted within us to remember---to remind you of all that I told you, to understandéto teach you everything and 

ultimately to fulfill the mission Jesus entrusted to us. This gift of the Spirit is not like other gifts we might receive-open them, 

appreciate and use them, wear them out or discard them. The Spirit is received in Baptism and the Spiritôs presence is strengthened in 

Confirmation so that that we might carry on Jesusô saving mission.    

 Sometimes in our lives we might witness to that powerful presence of the Spirit.  Perhaps we must confront another who has 

done wrong and refuses to change.  Maybe we must stand up to injustice or challenge another to more ethical and generous living.  

Sometimes in our lives we might witness to a gentler, relational Spirit.  Perhaps we spend extra quality time with the children, visit an 

elderly relative or all an old friend. In all of these great and simple acts, the Spirit works through us and makes Jesusô saving mission 

present. (Adapted from Living Liturgy) 

Lord, may we always remember that you have sent us Your Spirit to help us renew the face of the earth in both 

powerful and gentle ways!  

Ritual :  We continue our focus on that beautiful ritual in our faith, the Rosary, though dedicated to Mary, it is at heart a Christ-

centered prayer. We began the new Luminous Mysteries of the Rosary, meditating on the first one last week: The Baptism of Jesus.  It 

reminded us of Godôs ever-present love, embracing us as beloved children, as He did His beloved Son. The second Mystery is The 

Wedding at Cana. Jesus caused quite a stir when He changed the water into wine, the first of many signs which would stimulate faith 

in His divine mission. .In John 2:11 we read: He let His glory be seen, and His disciples believed in Him.  Maryôs motherly 

intervention in the Cana story is clear in two brief statements.  She exerts a distinct influence on her Son in this little drama:  They 

have no wineéShowing resistance, Jesus answers...How does your concern affect me? Mary is inspired to influence Jesusô behavior 

and says to the attendants:  Do whatever He tells you. She is nudging her son to launch into His God-given mission, not unlike a 

mother bird encouraging a fledgling to take that first flight from the next.  She discerns that He is ready to act on behalf of the 

embarrassed newlyweds in their moment of need, and to begin the larger messianic task before Him.  . As we reflect on this second 

mystery, we should remember that no situation of human need is outside the scope of Godôs healing interest and care.  Like Jesus and 

His mother, we too are called to be instruments of Godôs healing mission in the midst of everyday human circumstances.   (Adapted from 

Catholic Update: The Luminous Mysteries)   

Reminder:  What a blessing this month to celebrate both First Eucharist and Confirmation here in our parish.  We congratulate all 

those who received these sacraments, their parents, sponsors and teachers.  We thank Ms. Isherwood and Mrs. Ruebeck for all their 

planning and direction, our musicians and ministers for sharing their gifts and Monsignor Brennan for presiding with such wisdom and 

inspiration. We are all grateful for the opportunity to remember the meaning of our own Baptism and Confirmation and the Gifts of 

the Spirit we have received.  May our own reception of Eucharist, our greatest gift, always be filled with grateful reverence as we 

respond  Amen!

so automatically. Yet, this gesture is one of the most 

basic and profound signs of our faith. The gesture of 

crossing ourselves not only praises the Trinity but makes 

a powerful statement about who we are. How carefully 

do we make the sign? How aware are we of the 

implications of ñsigning.ò ourselves? This gesture could 

be so much more powerful if it were done with attention 

and reverence. On Trinity Sunday, we can make a 

special effort at signing ourselves with attention and 

devotion. Instead of trying to ñexplainò the Trinity, we 

might take more care at expressing our belief by the way 

we make the sign of the cross.
