LITURGY

First Reading: Proverbs 8: 22-31

God created Wisdom before he created the earth or the
skies. This spirit stood beside God every day until the
earth was complete, then "found delight in the people of
the earth." This indicates that the spirit of wisdom was
later personified by Jesus

Reflections: Look at the last five lines of this reading. As
you do, think of Jesus. What images of Jesus come to you
as you think of him as a craftsman, as "playing upon the
earth,” and as delighting to be with us? How can you
picture yourself as a companion of Jesus, the Wisdom of
God? How could you begin to become such a companion
and friend?

Second Reading: Romans 5: 1-5

Paul says that we are now at peace with God through our
faith in Jesus. We also hope to see the glory of God. This
hope will not leave us disappointed because of the love
God has shown in sending us the Holy Spirit

Reflections: Can you find all three persons of the Blessed
Trinity in this reading? What is your attitude toward
"affliction" or hard times? How do you keep hope alive
when you are experiencing hard times? How do you help
your friends to have hope when they go through hard
times? An old gospel song goes, "One day at a time, Lord
Jesus, that's all I'm asking of you." How can focus on
today help keep up your hope for tomorrow? Other
favorite sayings for hard times are: "God will provide,"
and "The Lord will make a way where there is no way"
It is especially important for young people and teenagers
to get help in hard times. When adults are surveyed with
the question, "What was the hardest time in your life?"
many reply, "When | was in junior high," or "When | was
in high school." Hard times do not last forever, but we
often need help to get through them. Where would you seek
help in hard times?

Gospel: John 16: 12-15

Jesus tells the disciples that when he leaves them, a Spirit
will help guide them to the truth. This Spirit will announce
what he hears from Jesus, rather than speaking on his own.
Everything God has also belongs to Jesus, which is why
those things announced by the Spirit will actually come
from Jesus.

Reflections: We often use a triangle as a symbol for the
Trinity. Each side is equal, and each of the three sides
make one triangle. In the Trinity, all three Persons
(Father, Son, and Holy Spirit) are equal. Each one is God,
yet one is not "more God" than the other. Together, they
are one God. Saint Patrick used a shamrock to describe
the Trinity. A shamrock is one plant with three leaves. Can
you think of or design a symbol or sign that helps you
relate to the Trinity?

Celebrating Liturgy — Trinity Sunday

The first Sunday after Pentecost, instituted to honor the
Most Holy Trinity is referred to as Trinity Sunday. This
feast day begins the part of the liturgical calendar known
’Ordinary Time’ which ends on the first Sunday of
Advent.

oOn this feast day, the church rejoices in the mystery that
God is triune (three-in-one) -- Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit. How the Lord can be one God in three distinct
persons is completely beyond the ability of human
understanding. By the power of the Holy Spirit, Christians
accept this incomprehensible mystery as a fundamental
article of our faith.

eThe feast of the Blessed Trinity was introduced in the
ninth century and was only inserted in the general calendar
of the Church in the fourteenth century by Pope John
XXII.

e\We celebrate with joy and thanksgiving what the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit have done to accomplish the salvation
of humanity and we focus on how we as Christians need to
respond to the love that God has shown us.

e “And Jesus came and said to them, "All authority in
heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,
teaching them to observe all that |1 have commanded you.
And behold, 1 am with you always, to the end of the age."
Matthew 28:18-20
