LITURGY
First Reading: Acts 15: 1-2, 22- 29 

Some men informed the Gentiles that they must be 

circumcised if they wished to be saved, because of the Old 

Laws.  Disciples then went forth to tell the Gentiles to 

honor only those rules which were strictly necessary, such 

as abstaining from eating meat sacrificed to idols and illicit 

sexual union 

Reflections: Notice that the resolution to this question and 

the peace that followed did not come automatically from 

"on high." Paul, Barnabas, and some others had to travel 

to a meeting in Jerusalem. There were discussions. 

Finally, a decision was made that was "the decision of the 

Holy Spirit and of us." What does it take to make and keep 

peace in your family? your group of friends? Is there a 

situation in your life now that needs a peaceful solution? 

What steps can you take to help that happen? How will 

you know that your solution is "of the Holy Spirit?" 

Second Reading: Revelation 21: 10-14, 22- 23 
John depicts Jerusalem coming out of heaven, sparkling 

with the radiance of precious jewels. Angels were 

stationed at each of its twelve gates, and each gate bore the 

name of one tribe of Israel.  The city had no temple, 

because God was its temple.  The glory and light of God 

and the Lamb also replaced their need for the sun. 

Reflections:  "The holy city, a new Jerusalem" is an image 

of the Church. It is an image of beauty and light. How can 

you make the Church more beautiful? How can you help 

the Church to follow the light of Jesus?   

Pray: Jesus, be the lamp that guides our steps and 

enlightens our minds. Be the light that draws us to prayer 

and worship within your beautiful city, the Church. Amen. 

Gospel: John 14: 23-29 

Jesus tells his disciples, "Anyone who loves me will be 

true to my word."  For those who do honor his word, both 

Jesus and God will love them and stay with them always.  

He also tells them that God will send the Holy Spirit in his 

place to give them the instructions they will need.  Jesus 

then tells them that peace is his farewell gift to them. 

Reflections: If Jesus' gift to us is peace, why do we so often 

lack peace in our hearts, in our homes, and in our world? 

What does loving Jesus and being true to his word have to 

do with the gift of peace that he promises?  

We believe that God is Trinity - Father, Son, and Holy 

Spirit. The sign of the cross that we pray so often affirms 

our faith. One day this week, be aware of yourself as a 

child of God the Father. How does this affect you, your 

attitudes, your prayers? Another day, be aware of the gift 

of Jesus to us. How does this affect you, your attitudes, 

your prayers? Another day, be aware of the Comforter, 

God the Holy Spirit, that Jesus promised. How does this 

awareness of the Spirit affect you, your attitudes, your 

prayers?

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends, 

Happy Sixth Sunday of our Easter Season and Happy Mothersõ Day!  How appropriate that this weekõs Gospel makes 

an important correlation between loving and living Godõs word.  The connection is a simple one:  òWhoever loves Me will 

keep my wordó  Jesus tells us that His words cannot be simply skimmed and then discarded.  They invite a commitment of 

self which is no less than the giving of self which Jesus modeled.  We thank our mothers this day, living or deceased, who 

accepted this invitation to a commitment of self in love.  May we be grateful for the lessons they have taught us and generous 

in our own acceptance of that same invitation to commitment, whether we are natural or spiritual mothers!   

Reflection: As we reflect on the Gospel message, we realize that these words of Jesus which we must keep are expensive words! We 

do not feel disheartened or afraid however, because Jesus gives His Spirit and His peace to guide us, as He did His disciples.  Jesusô 

words usher in new life and a new way of being, one where the risen Christ dwells within us:  I will come back to you. Jesusô 

Resurrection redefines everything.  Words are no longer jots on a page, no matter how beautifully or lovingly done, but a command to 

a new way of living the intimate indwelling of Father, Son and Spirit.  Here is what is wholly new:  God dwells within us!  This 

intimate union between God and humanity is made possible by Jesusô farewell gift, the Holy Spirit.  Indeed, in the Spirit all things are 

new!  When we keep His word, our hearts are open to His Presence and we allow Him to change us and grow in a way that His 

integrity and identity are meshed with ours.  These weeks before Pentecost, when we will celebrate the gift of the Spirit, are so 

important for our daily Christian living.  We are reminded that we are never alone in this keeping of His word.  God is always present, 

dwelling within us, to give us the strength we need to be faithful.  Can we really believe that each one of us is a new creation, 

empowered in peace and with grace to continue the mission of Jesus on earth?  Yes, I believe itéAlleluia!  (Adapted from Living 

Liturgy:  

Ritual:    During this month dedicated to Mary, we will reflect on the Luminous Mysteries of the Rosary, also called the Mysteries of 

Light!  In 2002, Pope John Paul II reminded us of the importance and power of the Rosary with an apostolic letter, Rosarium Virginis 

Mariae.  It was then that he introduced these five new mysteries to accompany and enrich the traditional meditations on the Joyful, 

Sorrowful and Glorious mysteries in the life of Jesus and Mary.  I heard some people say Why change, why add anything after 500 

years?  I say Why did it take 500 years to do it? Think about itéwe now can fill in the gap between the Joyful and Sorrowful 

mysteries with of Jesusô public ministry, His three years of modeling that new way of life for us!  Now we can meditate on that time: 

His Baptism by John, the Wedding at Cana, the Proclamation of the Kingdom of God, the Transfiguration and the Last Supper. 

Through these signs and miracles and the gift of Himself, Jesus transforms our lives, just as light transforms a darkened room!  When 

we pray the rosary, especially meditating on Jesusô compassionate and loving work in the word, we too can bring that same 

transforming light to a darkened world.  We finally have a more complete encounter with Jesus, the Light of the World. Next week we 

will begin to reflect on each of these beautiful mysteries.   

Reminder: What blessings we were given by Father Jim Greenfield, OSFS during our parish mission this past week!  His theme, 

Practical Paths to Holiness, certainly was carried through the three evenings. Father integrated wisdom from scripture, St. Francis de 

Sales, other major writers, his own personal stories and Brother Mickey McGrathôs beautiful artwork.  Please check the website for 

Brother Mickeyôs books, cards and prints: beestill.org . His creative and inspiring works help us stay on our practical paths to 

holiness.  In your name we thank these Oblates of Saint Francis de Sales for sharing their wonderful insights with us.  May we hold 

their words and images in our hearts and live them in our lives.
