LITURGY
First Reading: 2 Samuel 12: 7-10, 13 

Because God was displeased with the actions of David 

concerning Uriah's death in order to marry Bathsheba, God 

sent Nathan to reprimand David. Nathan reminds David 

that God anointed him King of Israel and victor over Saul. 

David realizes his sin against God, but Nathan continues to 

reveal to David that the child to be born to him shall die.  

Reflections: Have you ever felt that you wanted something 

you couldn't have so strongly that you would do anything 

to get it, even if it meant betraying a friend or going 

against your families' wishes? Perhaps you desire a 

certain position on a team, a part in a play, or someone's 

special attention. Have you ever been tempted to lie or 

cheat or ruin someone else's reputation to get what you 

want? What can you do to help you and your friends 

accept what you have and be grateful for it? 

 

Second Reading: Galatians 2: 16, 19-21 
Paul writes of the struggles between Gentiles and Jews 

who both now profess belief in Christ Jesus. Paul 

proclaims his life in Christ, working towards unity and 

faith in the Son of God. 

Reflections: Who or what has helped your faith to grow? 

Who are the people you admire because their faith is so 

evident? What are the signs of their strong faith? Are 

people drawn to you because they can see your faith? Or 

have you made that precious gift of faith pointless, like 

David and many others? 

 

Gospel: Luke 7: 36-8:3 

While Jesus was dining at the home of a Pharisee, a 

woman of the city who was a sinner, came and anointed 

his feet with oil. Weeping, her tears fell upon Jesus' feet 

and she dried them with her hair. Because of the woman's 

respect and love, Jesus forgives her sins. This causes those 

present at the table to question who he is. 

Reflections: How do we treat one another? Do we  treat 

friends and strangers as if we are all equal? Or do we 

allow skin color, gender, cultural, economic, or even petty 

differences stand in the way. Do we sometimes 

discriminate because someone is different? What if God 

acted that way toward us? What is your love barometer? 

Where do you stand on the scale for accepting all people? 

Do you make distinctions, like Simon, saying "this person 

is not good enough?" When someone slights you, are you 

able to forgive them or do you hold a grudge? How can 

you show a greater acceptance of others? What can you do 

to encourage your friends to have a forgiving attitude? 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Celebrating Liturgy  - Liturgical Calendar 
  

 óFor everything there is a season, 

a time for every activity under heavenô 

- Ecclesiastes 3:1 

 

If you look at a regular calendar, you will notice how we 

have seasons, holidays and special days of remembrance.  

The Liturgical Calendar is also marked by special 

seasonsðAdvent, Christmas, Lent, The Triduum, Easter, 

and Ordinary Time. The Liturgical Year begins on the first 

Sunday of Advent and ends on the feast of Christ the King. 

 

Liturgies celebrated during the different seasons of the 

liturgical year have distinctive music and specific readings, 

prayers, and rituals. All of these work together to reflect 

the spirit of the particular season. The colors of the 

vestments that the priest wears during the liturgy also help 

express the character of the mysteries being celebrated 

(refer to Part 18 of this series for the liturgical colors). 

 

As defined by the Catechism of the Catholic Church, the 

Liturgical Year is "The celebration throughout the year of 

the mysteries of the Lord's birth, life, death, and 

Resurrection in such a way that the entire year becomes a 

'year of the Lord's grace'. Thus the cycle of the liturgical 

year and the great feasts constitute the basic rhythm of the 

Christian's life of prayer, with its focal point at Easter" 

(CCC 1168). 

 

Next week we will take a deeper look into the liturgical

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,  

Today is the Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time!  In the scriptures this weekend we are 

challenged to think about the word Respectéto re-spect, to re-look, to look twiceéat 

others, at the world around us, at ourselveséall through the eyes of Jesus.  He sees into 

the hearts of otherséseeks the good and calls forth the best in them.   If we look twice at 

others, we too can see the worth and goodness in them.  We must first look twice at ourselves so we can honestly face our own 

truth: not only our own God-given worth and goodness, but also our own limitations and our own need for forgiveness.  Let 

us hold onto that thought as we reflect on our beautiful Gospel: 
 

Reflection: Jesus is dining with a Pharisee who had not provided the usual gestures of hospitality.  A sinful woman approaches Jesus 

bravely to anoint him and finds herself in tears.  She bathes his feet with those tears and wipes his feet dry with her hairéboth 

intimate and loving acts.  The Phariseeôs response, indignation, probably came because he was embarrassed that he had not shown the 

same welcome to Jesus as this sinful woman. Jesus looked twice at this woman; he re-spected her, saw into her heart and forgave her.  

He looked twice into the Phariseeôs heart and saw there a lack of love. This is the deeper issue of true hospitality--how to really see 

others, encounter them and respond to their needs with care.  Jesus asked the Pharisee and us as welléDo you see this woman? Do 

you see her as I doða woman with contrition and humility, her loving service, her deep faith? The woman sees Jesus as One whom 

she can love and who loves her in return.  What is central to this gospel is this openness to others, accepting them for who they are.  It 

is also seeing rightly into our own hearts before we judge the heart of another. The Pharisee neglected to see Jesusô need for 

hospitality and the sinful womanôs need for forgiveness.  Part of seeing rightly is to forget self so that we can truly encounter the other.  

If we are wrapped up in our own needs, it is impossible to see the needs of others.  Let us pray for one another that we can really live 

this central message by looking twice at one another and giving a friendly smile, a thoughtful hello or a helping hand to someone who 

seems burdened.  May we hear Jesusô words all weekéall yearéand all our liveséDo you see this woman?  Do you see this man?  

Do you see this girl?  Do you see this boy? Do you see yourself?  Really see?  (Adapted from Living Liturgy)   

 Ritual : These past few weeks we have meditated on the first three Luminous Mysteries of that beautiful ritual in our faith, the 

Rosary. Though dedicated to Mary, we have been reminded that it is at heart a Christ-centered prayer and these mysteries focus on his 

public life. We reflected on the first three Mysteries of Light: The Baptism of Jesus, The Wedding at Cana and the Kingdom of God.    

The Fourth Mystery is a remembrance of The Transfiguration.  To set the scene for this mystery, we see Jesus inviting Peter, James 

and John to withdraw with Him from the busy plain of everyday life and come to a place apart, to a high mountaintop.  Pope John Paul 

II calls the Transfiguration the mystery of light par excellence, presumably because during this exalted event, the glory of Jesusô divine 

nature glowed brilliantly through his humanity, totally transfiguring Jesus:  His face shone like the sun and his clothes became white 

as light.  It reminds us that Jesus is truly divine as well as human.  The Transfiguration is not only the revelation of Christôs glory, but 

also a preparation for facing Christôs cross.  It involves both going up the mountain and coming down the mountain.  The disciples, 

who have enjoyed this intimacy with Jesus, are immediately brought back to daily reality, where they see Jesus only in the lowliness 

of his human nature.  We are also invited to return to the valley, to share with him the toil of Godôs plan and to set off courageously on 

the way of the cross. Even if we feel crushed, oppressed or dehumanized, it is consoling to know that nothing can really separate us 

from Godôs glory. As we pray this decade, may we remember to take the time to be apart, to go to the mountaintop wherever it may 

be. Then we can return to the valley, in a way transfigured, transformed and graced to see clearly and go on with courage. (Adapted from 

Catholic Update: The Luminous Mysteries: Jack Wintz, O.F.M.)
