LITURGY
First Reading: Deuteronomy 30:10-14 

Moses petitions the people to follow the commandments 

God has set before them. He reminds them that the laws 

are not in the sky or far away at sea, but are accessible to 

them and meant to be followed if they wish to prosper 

Reflections: The law Moses was asking the people to keep 

is summarized in the Ten Commandments. The Ten 

Commandments helped everyone in the community to live 

in safety and in security. They are an expression of God's 

will from that time and even today. Each one is very 

important, but which ones in particular do you think our 

society most needs to remember today?  

When Jesus gave his Sermon on the Mount, he gave us the 

eight Beatitudes. He did not erase the Ten 

Commandments. He added to them with these beatitudes~ 

the attitudes of mercy, peace, and justice toward everyone, 

especially toward those in need. Which one comes easiest 

to you? Which one is harder for you to put into practice? 

How does your family and parish put the Beatitudes into 

practice?  

The Ten Commandments and the Beatitudes help explain 

God's will to us. Look into your heart. What do you think 

God is asking of you today? 

 

Second Reading: Colossians 1:15-20 

Paul discusses the divine nature of Jesus, and explains that 

Jesus was created before anything else. Everything else 

was "created through him, and for him." 

Reflections: Create a prayer from this reading. After each 

sentence or phrase, say, "Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ, 

king of endless glory!" (Make up a melody if you like.)  

As part of God's creation and as members of the Church, 

we belong to Jesus Christ. How do you feel about 

belonging to Christ? Use the "Praise to you" prayer and 

pray it silently often during the day 

 

Gospel: Luke 10:25-37 

While discussing everlasting life, a lawyer mentions loving 

one's neighbor as oneself. The lawyer then asks Jesus, 

"Who is my neighbor?" Jesus tells him about a man beaten 

by robbers, who was ignored by both a priest and a Levite 

before a Samaritan stopped and offered him aid. Jesus asks 

the lawyer who was neighbor to the injured man. The 

lawyer says "the one who treated him with compassion." 

Jesus encourages him to go and do the same. 

Reflections: What is Jesus' message in this parable? If you 

truly understand Jesus' message, how could you carry it 

out in your own  neighborhood, or parish?

Ambo ï Podium from which the Word of God is 

proclaimed.   

Book of the Gospels ï This book contains the Gospel 

readings used during Liturgy and may be carried in during 

the opening procession.  

Credence Table - A small table placed within the 

sanctuary of a church for the purpose of holding the cruets 

and other items used during the celebration of the mass.   

Monstrance - the vessel used in the Roman Catholic, Old 

Catholic, and Anglican Churches to display the 

consecrated Eucharistic Host, during Eucharistic adoration 

or Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament. 

Lectionary ïThe book that contains the scripture readings 

used during Liturgy. This book is used to proclaim the 

readings of the day from the Ambo. 

Pyx / Burse - Metal receptacle case used to carry the 

consecrated Host. 

Sacramentary ï The book that contains the prayers 

prayed by the priest during the liturgy. 

Sacrarium - A special sink in the sacristy into which the 

water from the purification of sacred vessels and linens is 

poured. 

 Tabernacle - The receptacle in which the consecrated 

Eucharist is reserved. 

Thurible - A type of censer used to contain incense as it is 

burned. The thurible is connected to a long chain which is 

swung towards the item being incensed.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends,   

Today we celebrate the Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time! In the first reading we heard that the law of love, the theme of 

all of todayõs readings, is not distant or remote.  It is right under our noseséit is written in our hearts!  As we carry this 

weekõs scripture message into our week, let us be more aware of that heart-message and respond to it oftené 

Reflection:  Jesus did not have to answer the scholarôs question in the Gospeléhe knew the answer.  The insincere question 

was simply to test Jesus. Jesus asks him for the answer and says:   Do this and you will live! When asked Who is my neighbor? 

Jesus does answer with the powerful parable of the Good Samaritan. The Priest and the Levite were on their way to worship and 

didnôt quite get that worship of God is empty if it is not consistent with a larger context for life, which includes loving and 

caring for one another. Yes, it is an empty and unproven love. The Samaritan did realize thiséand was moved with 

compassion.  I wonder if Jesusô parable meant that the victim was the neighbor or that the Good Samaritan was what a neighbor 

should beémaybe both?  Either way, weôd better get the point: giving up personal gain for the good of another. 

As the scholar knew the law, we know this very familiar parable.  The issue for us is not knowing it but living it--

extending mercy, as a good neighbor to our neighbor in need.  Our reflection on this Gospel invites us to place our self-

sacrificing in the larger context of worshiping Godðit becomes a sacrifice of praise.  The beginning of worship is our care for 

others.  There is an indissoluble link between caring for others and worship, between loving others and loving God.  Thus doing 

good for others in more than just a kind act ïit is a way to help bring about the Kingdom of God on earth. The Samaritan was 

not moved to help the traveler because of a commandment, but because he was a person of loving compassion and mercy.  This 

is the law that is written in our heartsénot details about keeping specific commandments, but a positive regard for the other 

that arises out of genuine love.  External laws are internalized, written in our hearts, when they are kept for the sake of others.  

May we all be like the Samaritan and let the law of love and compassion guide us and gain for us eternal life!  (Adapted from 

Living Liturgy)     

Reminder:  Please feel free to call or email me to arrange to meet and pray with you for any special intentions you may have.   

Ritual : Each day letôs really try to take some holy pauses to connect summerôs message to our own lives, to help us be more 

aware of what is really written in our own hearts. Perhaps we could focus on one of these summer thoughts from Joyce Ruppôs 

beautiful book:  The Circle of Life.  

There are striking similarities between this season of fruitfulness and our inner life.  Our interior summer is also full of light 

and growth.  These two features are essential elements for our spiritual transformation, just as they are necessary for natureôs 

growth and development.  When we are in the light, we are moved by an energy that assures us of our self-worth and our 

potential for growth.  This assurance leads us into a period of energetic productivity where we develop our talents and gifts 

with enthusiasm.  In our spiritual summer we see glimpses of truth that have been hidden from us.  Discoveries we would doubt 

or quickly pass by in another season are revealed and accepted.  The light of our mind provides clarity and perception so we 

can more easily find direction for our journey.  There is less confusion and hesitancy in our thought and decision making, fewer 

tensions and turmoil in our emotional space, more resonance between our inner and outer experiencesé more to comeé 

 

 

Have blessed week!

ñGILLIGAN ôS ISLAND? 

Turns out ñGilliganôs Island 

wasnôt as simple as we thought 

it was: Sherwood Schwartz, the 

creator of Gilliganôs Island, said he 

patterned the óseven stranded castawaysô after the seven 

deadly sins but he didnôt admit it until years later in his 

book about the show. 

Iôm sure you can attribute the sins to the proper 

characters but here they are:
