LITURGY
First Reading: Genesis 18:20-32 

Abraham pleads with the Lord, who planned to destroy Sodom 

and Gomorrah because of the evil and sin in those cities. 

Abraham asks him if he would spare the city if fifty, forty, thirty, 

twenty or even only ten innocent people were found there. God 

says that he would spare the cities even for the sake of only ten. 

Reflections: What does justice mean to you? What does mercy 

mean to you? In this story, the bad are not punished. They are 

saved with and because of the good and innocent people in the 

city, even if the good people are very few in number. This is an 

example of the mercy of God. This story shows us that we all are 

in "the same boat" or "the same city." As Jesus said, both the 

weeds and the wheat will grow together until the final harvest. 

We must learn to live with people who do not always do the right 

or the best thing, who are weak and sinful. And sometimes those 

people are us! Can we be merciful toward people who are sinful 

and weak, including ourselves? How? Our natural tendency is to 

get even with those who hurt us, to administer our own kind of 

"justice." What does this story have to say about that? Much is 

often made of Abraham "bargaining" with God. This is the way 

we humans act with one another. We try to make a good deal 

into a better one. However, God does not need to be persuaded 

or bargained into being merciful! The story is written in this way 

to show that our prayers to God for mercy are always answered 

with a yes. Pray this prayer: Lord, thank you for all the times 

you have been merciful to me. Help me to remember your 

mercy when I feel like getting even with those who have hurt 

or offended me. In the name of Jesus, your Son and our Lord. 

Amen. 

 

Second Reading: Colossians 2:12-14 

Paul explains to the Colossians that through baptism, they are 

raised to life with Christ because they believed in the power of 

the God who raised him from the dead. Even though they once 

lived in sin, their sins have been pardoned through Jesus. 

Reflections: Saint Paul wrote that we are raised to new life 

because we believe in the power of God. God does not use his 

power to force us to pray, or to help others, or to forgive. When 

do you experience the power of God in your life? (Hint: Think of 

some of the gifts from God you have been given. Think of ways 

you help others. God's power often works through people, 

including you!) How can you show your gratitude to Jesus this 

week for dying and rising for us? 

 

Gospel: Luke 11:1-13 

Jesus' disciples asked him how they should pray. He gave them 

some phrases similar to those now used in the Lord's prayer. 

Jesus also reminds the disciples how even men with sins are able 

to give good things to their children, and explains how much 

more the heavenly Father wants to give to us. 

Reflections: Imagine that you are in the group of disciples who 

asked Jesus to teach them to pray. Are you surprised that this 

prayer seems so simple and easy? Try praying one line of the 

Our Father each day, at various times all during the day. The 

first day, pray, "Father, hallowed be your name." The second 

day, pray, "Father, your kingdom come." And so on. How can 

you hallow? make holy? God's name? How can you help God's 

kingdom to come? How can you appreciate and share daily 

bread and all the gifts you receive from the Father each day? 

How can you ask for forgiveness and give forgiveness to others? 

Celebrating Liturgy - Leaving Liturgy - It takes a 

Village 
 

We have all heard the African proverb óIt takes a village to 

raise a childô and there is no one setting stronger than the 

faith community where this proverb is put into full action. 

Each week as we gather for liturgy, we are supporting one 

another in our everyday challenges and together we 

strengthen and support one another.   

This strength and support is especially visible when we 

celebrate special occasions during a Sunday liturgy.  This 

past year, the entire parish community joined together as 

we celebrated the children coming to the Table of the Lord 

for the first time. By your word and example, these 

children were taught the importance of the Eucharist in 

their daily lives.  

Through the waters of Baptism we accept the newest 

members of Godôs family into our community.  As a 

community we respond ñYESò to providing support to the 

parents in raising these children in the Catholic faith. Yes, 

we are the village.  

Over the past year we have all had the opportunity to 

witness the installation of various members of 

organizations within our parish community, the 

commissioning of our parish catechists, the renewal of 

wedding vows, acceptance into candidacy of our 

Confirmandi and many other special moments.  These 

special celebrations are specifically scheduled during the 

Sunday Liturgy as a sign of our unity and the awareness 

that the support of all parish members (the village) is 

needed and appreciated.

Adult Faith Formation

Dear Friends, 

We are halfway:  halfway through Luke, halfway through Colossians, halfway 

through summer and halfway through Ordinary Time!  Halfway is a good time 

to stop and take one of our holy pauses to refocus on some non-negotiables in our 

lives.  The Opening Prayer for our liturgy this week helped us do just that.  Did 

you really hear it?  It could be used all during the week each time we remember to take another holy pause :   

God our Father and Protector, without Y ou, nothing is holy, nothing has value.  Guide us to everlasting life by 

helping us use wisely the blessings Y ou have given to the world!   

Howõs that for a re-prioritizer? It seems to be the underlying message in our scripture reflection as wellémay we all hold 

the thought!  

Reflection: If we only needed persistence to get what we want, we would all be millionaires living in some paradise!  We are 

naturally persistent in seeking what we think is good for us.  Todayôs Gospel was about persistence and prayer.   The people in 

it asked for immediate and mundane things:  three loaves of bread, a fish, an egg.  These all sustain life on one level, but Jesus 

instructed them and us to pray persistently for what really sustains the life of disciples and for what God really wants to give-- 

the Holy Spirit.  In the first reading, Abraham is a model of persistence in prayer because he asks for what he knows God wants 

to giveðmercy to sinners.  Prayer always includes a discernment of what God wants for us and it will open us in new ways to 

Godôs goodness.  We will rest in His love, because we will know that whatever comes, that loving goodness will remain with 

uséthe daily bread we pray for will come that wayédailyéday by day.   

 Most of us first learned to pray by saying prayersðGrace before Meals, bedtime prayers, the Guardian Angel prayer, 

Our Father and Hail Maryéall good beginnings, like anchors.  They gave us the words to get started.  As we grew older and 

come to know God better, however, there is always the risk that these memorized prayers, prayers we know by heart could 

become rote.  We could end up just saying prayers, not really praying.  Jesus taught us prayer from the heart, in our own words 

or simply with a silent listening with the ear of our heart, as Benedict reminded us last weekéa prayer of communion, a prayer 

of attentiveness to divine Presence, a prayer seeking Godôs will.  We cannot ask or seek or find if we are not sure of the 

presence of the Other.  Praying in any form, must bring us to divine encounter, to a communion of person to Person.  It cannot 

be limited to set times, although that is necessary too.  Jesus did have set times and places for prayer---before a journey or a 

mission, early in the morningéon a mountain, in a boat---but He was always in communion with His Fatheréthis is the always 

of prayer.  This is what we really wish to emulate:  communion with God as abiding presenceðmorning, noon, evening, and 

nightéin the car or kitchen, on the beach. Yes, with His abiding presence, we see the holy, we see the value of the blessed life 

within and around us!(Adapted from Living Liturgy)   

Ritual : We continue with our attempt to connect summerôs message to our own lives.  Hopefully, it will help us focus on the 

essentials of life, the non-negotiables! From Joyce Ruppôs beautiful book, The Circle of Lifeé 

In our spiritôs summer season, we are likely to experience playfulness and lightness of heart.  An easy gratitude fills us because 

our work and relationships move along well.  We feel productive and fulfilled as we recognize how we are contributing to the 

betterment of our worldéOur summer growth could be a retreat or a seminar that nudges us toward something deeper and 

more vibrant.  It might be an insight from our journal or our prayer that stretches us, or the learned practice of stopping to 

breath deeply once in a while so that we enjoy the nowé 

Have blessed week!  Let us be a summer blessing for one another!    Sister Janice
