First Reading: Proverbs 9:1-6 

A rich woman invites many guests to her home 

to eat and drink. She appeals to those who lack 

understanding to forsake foolishness and 

“advance in the way of understanding. 

Second Reading: Ephesians 5:15-20 

Paul advises the Ephesians to abandon foolish 

ways and evil deeds. All Christians should 

concentrate on doing God‟s will before all other 

things. He reminds them to always give thanks 

to God in the name of Jesus Christ 

Gospel: John 6:51-58 

Jesus had just told the crowd that anyone who 

ate of the bread he planned to give would live 

forever, and that this bread was his flesh,  

which he would give up for the sake of the 

world. The people do not understand, but Jesus 

reassures them that his flesh is real food and 

that “those who feed on this bread shall live 

forever.” 

A Family Perspective   

Jesus reminds us today: life comes from flesh 

and blood. Parents often feel „drained‟ because 

their children‟s needs continually demand 

personal sacrifice. This is the vocation of 

parenting: to give our flesh and blood so our 

children may live.

Our 

Bishops have reminded us that this is not a program, but 

an ongoing process involving areas such as: Knowledge 

of faith, Liturgical life, Moral Formation, Prayer, 

Parish/Community Life and Missionary Spirit. In other 

words, we need to live out our Baptismal call to holiness 

in our daily lives, and we are graced to do that. To help 

us do that, I will be sharing some practical reflections in 

this column each week on the Sunday Scripture 

readings, some wisdom from spiritual writers on various 

topics and other areas of interest. I also welcome your 

calls or emails to set up a time to meet, share and/or pray 

here in my office in the parish center. (#’s on the front of 

this bulletin)  I am grateful to those who have already 

come. Your present involvement in the parish, your 

willingness to share your gifts, your inspirations, prayer 

requests and dreams are all important to me.  Let me 

hear from you, please.  

 

Reminder: Have you ever felt the call to share your gifts 

by participating more fully in Liturgies as a Reader, 

Extraordinary Minister of Communion or Cantor?  The 

Diocesan School of Liturgy has eight-hour training 

sessions leading to Diocesan Certification in each of 

those areas.  If you would like to discuss the possibility 

of pursuing one of these wonderful opportunities, please 

call or email me to set up an appointment. Taste and see 

the goodness of the Lord!   

 

 

Reflection:  This Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

brings us to Wisdom’s table. Try to understand!  These 

words from today’s second reading summarize the 

message for us this week.  In the beautiful book of 

Proverbs, God’s wisdom is personified as a wealthy 

woman, Sophia, who has built a grand house and spread 

a magnificent banquet in it.  She calls out to the whole 

city from the mountain…come, taste my food and drink 

my wine. Sharing in this banquet is advancing in the 

way of understanding. Paul reminds the Ephesians and 

us that we need to try to understand the will of God in 

our daily lives.  We do this by coming together, joyfully 

singing God’s praises and finding what we need to 

nourish our faith and make it grow.  In John’s Gospel, 

we also hear Jesus calling to us, inviting us to a banquet, 

the Eucharistic Banquet, where we can do that joyful 

singing and be wonderfully nourished.      

This week, let’s really try to keep the words from the 

Responsorial Psalm in our hearts: Taste and see the 

goodness of the Lord!  If we are open and try to 

understand, we taste and see the Lord’s goodness, not 

only in the Liturgy, but in the hours and days before and 

after each Liturgical celebration. (adapted in part from a 

previous Exploring the Word) 

Ritual:  One very inspirational yet practical way to be 

open, to understand, to taste and see the goodness of the 

Lord is to subscribe to a daily three-minute retreat on the 

computer!  Even in the busiest of schedules, three 

minutes can be found for a short prayer break.  The site 

is loyolapress.com …you can even check the archives 

for past retreats as well.  I have found it very 

helpful…let me know what you think. 

Have a blessed week.  Be a blessing for one another.
