First Reading: Joshua 24:1-2a, 15-17, 18b 

Joshua gathered all the tribes of Israel and told 
them if it did not please them to serve God, 
then they must decide who they would serve.  
The people claimed that God had brought them 
out of slavery and protected them on their 
journey.  Therefore, they would serve, the Lord 
their God, and no one else. 

Second Reading: Ephesians 5:21-32 

Husbands and wives should love one another 
as Christ loved the Church. They should 
nourish and care for each other as Christ cared 
for the church. Through the union between the 
two, they become one. 

Gospel: John 6:60-69 

Many of Jesus' followers were still disturbed by 
his teaching of the living bread, which they 
could not yet fully understand. Jesus explained 
that the Spirit gives life, and flesh is 
unimportant. Some of the disciples decided to 
leave. Jesus asked if the Twelve also wanted to 
leave.  Although they do not completely 
understand yet, they have enough faith in 
Jesus to stay because they believe he is God's 
holy one. 

A Family Perspective   
Jesus put all the cards on the table in today’s gospel and 

“many walked away” because they found it too “hard.” 

Are you committed to the relationships in your family as 

they really ARE or to the mental fantasy of how YOU

Reflecting on the readings 
 

Reading 1: Joshua 24:1-2a, 15-17, 18b 
How do you think Joshua, like Moses before him, 
shows that he is a wise leader? Why is it important 
for people to make their own choices about serving 
God? Why do the Israelites choose to remain faithful 
to God?  
In our society, there are many values and beliefs 
that go against our belief in God and in what God 
teaches. What examples can you give of these values 
and beliefs? In what ways do you choose to serve the 
Lord rather than the false "gods" of greed, violence, 
dishonesty, or selfishness? 

Reading 2: Ephesians 5:21-32 
What are some of the ways you have observed 

Christian husbands and wives showing their love for 

each other? How do they show that they are 
"subordinate" or subject to each other's authority 

"out of reverence for Christ"? What do you think are 

the most important qualities for a Christian 

husband and wife to have?  

How has Jesus shown his love for the Church? In 

what ways has he demonstrated how marriage 
partners and family members are to love one 

another? 
 

Gospel: John 6:60-69 
What disagreements, if any, about religious beliefs, 
have you ever had with your friends? Why is it 
sometimes difficult to practice our religious beliefs 
when others do not share them? How would you 
describe the way Jesus responds to the disciples 
who turn away from him? How does he show how 
important his teaching on the Eucharist is?  
 

What teachings of Jesus have you had difficulties 
with at times? Who or what helped you to work out 
those difficulties? How would you describe Peter's 
answer to Jesus' question about leaving him? Name 
one way people your age can show the kind of faith 
in Jesus expressed by Peter.

LIFE~LONG FAITH FORMATION 
 

Adult Faith Formation
Reflection:  On this Twenty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time, we 

heard all about the beautiful concept of loving service to our 

God and to one another!  In the first reading, Joshua reminded 

the people of his day and our day that we are made in the image 

and likeness of God. God has chosen to make us free so that we 

might choose to serve whomever or whatever we desire, 

including whether or not we choose God!  He reminded the 

people and us that God has been a faithful, ever-loving God—

certainly the choice should be simple, but fidelity never is.  

There is always another deity just around the corner hawking 

something that looks pretty good, so we really do need grace to 

stay faithfully wise and strong in our choices!   

In the New Testament reading, Paul reminded us that Jesus was 

open to all when He washed the feet of His disciples or in 

teaching repeatedly that the last should be first.  Christian 

leadership and Christian living in general is all about service.  

The strong are at the service of the weak, the rich to the poor. 

The ideal Christian society would find us all subordinate to one 

another in gracious humility.  In John’s Gospel, we were 

reminded that many of Jesus’ disciples never made it to Easter 

morning because they were offended by what Jesus taught or did 

or didn’t do.  Maybe they felt His forgiveness came too easily 

for some sinner they’d rather see punished.  Perhaps they didn’t 

approve of His willingness to serve Samaritans as well as fellow 

Jews.  Jesus made challenging claims about himself, His reign 

and his authority, which many found hard to accept.  For Peter, 

Jesus remained the Master, no matter what, so for him, the 

choice was clear.  How clear is our choice? Let us choose serve 

one Master, but serve Him in many ways.   

Be a friend to the needy, the lonely, the weak and the 

disheartened.  Don’t let a day go by without generously offering 

your service or graciously accepting the service of another when 

offered.  Reciprocity is such a beautiful word!  Let’s pray to 

make it a beautiful part of our lives. (adapted in part from an 

earlier Exploring the Word) 

Reminder: Have you ever felt the call to share your gifts by 

participating more fully in Liturgies as a Reader, Extraordinary 

Minister of Communion or Cantor?  The Diocesan School of 

Liturgy has eight-hour training sessions leading to Diocesan 

Certification in each of those areas.  If you would like to discuss 

the possibility of pursuing one of these wonderful opportunities, 

please call or email me to set up an appointment.  

Ritual : How wonderful it is to see so many families 

worshipping together!  What a blessed , lasting gift, this example 

of spiritual role models for children: taking one brief hour each 

week to… acknowledge our failures, thank God for His 

blessings, listen reverently to His Word, offer our joys and 

sorrows as the gifts are presented and transformed into the Body 

and Blood of Christ, receive Him and know we are graced for 

the week ahead.  Thank you for your efforts to arrive on time 

and stay till the very end…to sing and praise our faithful God 

together—I hear some of your great deep voices, men…keep it 

up!   Amen!  Alleluia!
