Welcome
The Word

First Reading: Deuteronomy 4:1-2, 6-8
Moses tells the people to always observe the
statutes God has given them, without adding or
subtracting from these laws. He reminds them
that the law is just, and that any nation who
heard their statutes would consider them a
wise nation.

Second Reading: James 1:17-18, 21b-22, 27
James discusses the gifts that God has given to
all people and implores them to respond by
welcoming the words of truth that can save
them. He emphasizes that through good deeds
and pure conduct, our faith in God is proven to
him.

Gospel: Mark 7:1-8, 14-15, 21-23
The Pharisees observed some of Jesus’ disciples
eating without first purifying their hands and
ask the disciples why they are going against
their ancestor’s traditions. Jesus responds that
nothing from the outside can make a person
impure. The only true evil, acts such as
murder and greed among others, come from
within and make a person impure.

In today’s gospel Jesus reminds us it is not
WHAT we do but WHY we do it which gives
religious significance to our actions. Family life
is full of rituals and routines.

Adult Faith Formation

Reflection: Twenty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time- On
this last Sunday in August, we are reminded in Deuteronomy
that laws are useful things to have because they keep order,
traffic moving, commerce flowing and social chaos to a
minimum. The Law of Moses was a vast improvement over
the ancient law before that. God-fearing and law-abiding
people among the tribes of Israel were proud to be associated
with such a civilized and civilizing force. Even Jesus found
no reason to substitute another law in its place. He simply
extended the law’s intent to form a holy people by adding the
component of grace. He also reminded everyone that the
underlying factor, the underlying reason, the underlying
purpose and the overall summary of all law was love of God
and neighbor. The beautiful Responsorial Psalm 15 offers a
poetic summary of the law. To do justice, to be true in
thought and word, to hurt no one and to scorn no one, to be
honest in money dealings: this is what is means to follow the
law. This week, let us pray this refrain often: The one who
does justice will live in the presence of the Lord. In the very
clear, direct letter from James, we are called to that love,
which allows us to give God our first fruits, the best part of
our harvest. We then can become first fruits ourselves,
immersed in Scripture, sacraments, community, worship and
grace. Only then can we be models of Christian living for one
another!

Recommendation The Three-minute Retreat from
loyolapress.com can come to you daily when you subscribe to
it. It is a wonderful pause to help us re-focus on what really
matters in our lives. The good news is that this is now
available on your iPhone and iPod touch...we all know how
the speed of life can keep us from taking spiritual timeouts.
This is one way to reconnect with God and experience peace
and grace wherever we are—waiting in a traffic jam or in a
supermarket line. What a difference it would make. Check
out the website, you will be inspired!

Our own CTK Website is getting some updates! Perhaps you
could make it a part of your computer routine to check it out
once in a while. We now have the Minister Schedules there for
your convenience, an Activities Calendar for the month and
some interesting links.

Reminders Have you felt called to active ministry in your
parish community as an Extraordinary Minister of
Communion, Lector or Cantor? There is still time to discuss
the possibility of enrolling in the Diocesan School of Liturgy,
which would require only eight hours of your time at one of
the centers. This program is a spiritually enriching one which
will lead to a more active role in the Liturgies for you. Please
contact me to set up a time to meet and discuss this great
opportunity to continue to carry out your Baptismal call to
holiness.

Ritual: As we move into September, let’s take time to thank
God for the blessings of summer before it is gone. These are
taken from O Antiphons for Summer from The Circle of Life
by Joyce Rupp, a wonderful book on the four seasons:

...O breath of summer, come! Breathe on all within us that resists
growth. Temper our desire to be in control.
...0O fireflies of beautiful evenings, come! Enchant us with your
mystic dance. Lift our spirits into your flight.
...O dazzling sun, come! Anoint us with your energizing beams.
Recharge us with your radiant vitality.
...0O long days of extended light, come! Open our eyes to the daily
miracle of life. Expand our ability to see beauty.
...O summer word of God, come! Fire us to become light for the
world. Nourish us with your healing rays.
...O source of growth and light, come! Encourage us to stretch
toward light. Warm us with your abiding presence.

A 1s RCIA?

Every year thousands of adults choose to join the 1.13 billion Catholics in the world today. They
embark on this journey of conversion through RCIA, the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults.
Started in 1972 by Pope Paul VI, the process has four stages, beginning with a Period of Inquiry.

This step is the personal reflection of one’s own life and their journey into a life of Catholic

Christian faith. The Catechumenate phase, for those never baptized, concentrates on the spiritual formation
of the individual. It allows them to explore the Catholic Church and decide how they can grow as part of the
Catholic community. The Election phase prepares individuals for the sacraments. It begins with the Rite of
Election on the first Sunday of Lent and leads to Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Communion. Additional
education continues into the Mystagogy or final stage. It focuses on the liturgy, sacraments and Catholic

teachings. It is also the time where new Catholics review their lifelong mission to love and serve the Lord.
