NINETEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

First Reading: I Kings 19:4-8 
Queen Jezebel had vowed to kill Elijah, who 
went into the desert and prayed for death.  
Instead he went to sleep and was awakened by 
an angel, who told him to eat the food God had 
given him.  He ate and went back to sleep, but 
God’s angel again woke him and told him to 
eat.  Strengthened by the food, he got up and 
walked forty days and nights to the mountain of 
God. 
 
Second Reading: Ephesians 4:30-5:2 

Paul appeals to the Ephesians to get rid of 
bitterness, anger, and malice.  Instead they 
must be kind, compassionate, and forgiving 
just as God has been.  We must be imitators of 
Christ, and love one another as he has loved 
us. 
 
Gospel: John 6:41-51 
The Jews were not convinced that Jesus was 
the bread that came down from heaven.  But he 
again explains that he is the bread of life.  He 
tells them that anyone who believes and eats 
this bread shall live forever.  He explains that 
the bread he will give is his flesh, for the life of 
the world.

Jesus tells us in today’s gospel to “stop 

complaining among yourselves.”  Family conflict 

is inevitable but constant whining destroys 

relationships. We may feel better, but others 

feel bitter.  Address differences honestly and 

respectfully.

What were the effects of your 
kindness? Who helps you to be a forgiving person?  
     Name three ways you can "gladden the Holy 
Spirit" at home.  
 

GOSPEL   John 6:41-51 
Look back at the reading. What reasons do the 
murmurers give for not accepting Jesus' teaching? 
What other reas ons might they have? Why do you 
sometimes find it hard to accept new teachings ? How 

does Jesus respond to those wh o are resisting his 
teaching?  
     What are some of the ways we can prepare to 
celebrate Eucharist so that we experience this 
sacrament more fully? How can we help other 
Catholics who may be staying away from Mass for 
any reason?

SPECIAL DAYS FOR OUR LADY 
 

THE ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY 
August 15th 

 
The Feast of the Assumption 
is an important day in the 
Catholic religion. It is the 
principal feast of the 
Blessed Virgin, the mother 
of Jesus Christ. This feast 
commemorates two events - 
the departure of Mary from 
this life and the assumption 

of her body into heaven.  
 

The Church's official doctrine of the 
Assumption says that at the end of her life on 
earth Mary was assumed, body and soul, into 
heaven.  
 

Some mistakenly believe Mary "ascended" into 
heaven, which is incorrect. It was Jesus Christ 
who ascended into heaven, by his own power. 
But Mary was assumed or taken up into heaven 
by God.  
 

Pope Pius Xll, in 1950, defined that Mary "after 
the completion of her earthly life...was assumed 
body and soul into the glory of Heaven." Her 
body wasn't allowed to remain in a tomb.  
 
 
 
 
 

 

OUR LADY OF KNOCK 
August 21 

 
On the evening of August 21 1879, villagers in 
the small town of Knock, Ireland, saw an 
unusual brightness coming from their tiny 
parish church.  As they came closer, they 
recognized the Blessed Virgin Mary.  She was 
wearing a golden crown and praying with 
uplifted arms, with St Joseph to her right and 
the apostle John to her left—the two men who 
God had chosen to protect her in life.  To the 
left of St. John was an altar with the Lamb and 
a cross surrounded by angels.  The vision 
lasted two hours.  Those gathered prayed the 
Rosary.  
   
The apparition at Knock is unusual in that the 
Blessed Virgin remained silent.  She spoke no 
message, uttered no warning, asked for 
nothing.  In a time of great trials, Mary’s silent 
and peaceful presence gave them hope and 
courage in the midst of their suffering.  
   
This year, the Feast of Our Lady of Knock 
(August 21) marks the 130th anniversary of 
Mary’s appearance there.  In 1979, Pope John 
Paul II blessed the site with his attendance at 
its centenary celebration.  During his visit to 
the shrine, he declared the Church of Our Lady, 
Queen of Ireland to be a basilica.   
  

 

 
Saturday, August 15, 2009 ▪ Not a Day of Obligation this year, but remains a Solemnity. 

 
On December 13, 1991, the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops decreed that whenever 

~January 1, the Solemnity of Mary, Mother of 

God, 

~or August 15, the Solemnity of the 

Assumption, 

~or November 1, the Solemnity of All Saints, 

falls on a Saturday or on a Monday, the precept to attend Mass is removed. 
 

While the obligation to attend Mass is removed on occasion from certain Holy Days when they occur 
on Saturday or Monday, (or in the case of the Immaculate Conception when it is transferred to 

December 9), these days are still important Solemnities of the Church Year and we are encouraged 

to participate in Mass and celebrate, with deep devotion, these great mysteries of our faith.
