LITURGY

First Reading: Isaiah 50:5-9a Isaiah describes the
willingness of the Suffering Servant to submit to the
persecution of his enemies. This willingness stems from
true faith in God, and the knowledge that the Lord will
always be his help.

Second Reading: James 2:14-18 James states that if
some one is hungry and you wish them well but do not
help them, you have done them no good. He compares this
to stating your faith, without backing it up with your
actions. He reminds us that we must show our faith
through our good works.

Gospel: Mark 8:27-35 Jesus taught his disciples that as
the Messiah, he had to suffer much, be put to death, and
rise three days later. Peter began to disagree and Jesus
reprimanded him for judging by human standards rather
than by God’s. He told them that whoever would be willing
to lose their life for the sake of Jesus and the gospel, will
in fact preserve their life forever.

Reflecting on the readings

First Reading: Isaiah 50:5-9a What is the personal cost
of following Jesus Christ? What does it "cost me" to live
the Beatitudes and the Commandments, to participate in
the liturgy each week or oftener, to seek God in all things
(as Saint Ignatius Loyola put it)?
What do I want more of in my life of discipleship? How can
I "open my ear" to hear God in my life? What do I need to
stay away from if | am to be a more sincere disciple.

Second Reading: James 2:14-18 Think of a time when
you asked someone for help and you received help. How
did you feel? Think of a time when you asked for help and
the person you asked said, more or less, "Goodbye and
good luck!" without helping you. How did you feel?

The first Christians were known for their sharing with
each other, their help to one another and to all in need.
"See how these Christians love one another!" their
neighbors said. We are witnesses to Christ. How does
what we do bring people to Christ? When we neglect to
help others, what does that tell people about Christ? How
does it feel to be a witness, a representative, of Christ to
the world--to have Christ's reputation resting on your
actions?

Gospel: Mark 8:27-35 Why do people reject other people?
Have you ever been rejected for doing what was right or for
"not going along with the crowd"? (Remember: God created
each of us as unique persons. The person who rejects
knowing you is the real loser!

He or she is missing a wunique creation of God!)
What "crosses" do you have to "take up" in your life right
now? Will you ask Jesus to help you?




LIFE~LONG FAITH FORMATION

Adult Faith Formation

Reflection: Twenty-fourth Sunday in Ordinary
Time—Last week we heard about Jesus healing
the deaf man and acclaimed by everyone: He has
done all things well! This week we get a glimpse of
the cross in His life, in His apostles’ lives and in
our own. We last heard the first reading from
[saiah on Palm Sunday, preparing us for the
reading of the Passion. Today it prepares us for
Jesus’ first prediction of that passion, death and
Resurrection. The Responsorial Psalm 116
reminds us that when we will always be heard
when we call on the Lord in the midst of any
suffering. James reminds us that we must also
reach out in prayer, in words and in deeds when
we see others suffering. In the Gospel, Jesus asks
His disciples: Who do you say that I am? Peter
states You are the Christ! Jesus clearly states what
that name really means: rejection, suffering, death
and Resurrection...values are turned upside-down
in His Kingdom. Jesus calls us each by name and
asks us the same question: Who do you say that I
am? Knowing all the implications of His name and
His way, what will our answer be? (Adapted from
Sourcebook 2009)

Recommendation: How appropriate that
tomorrow, September 14th, we celebrate the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross. It is a perfect follow-
up to our Sunday readings. It would be a good day
to have a blessing prayer and dedication for the
crucifix in your home. Gather the family around it
and pray:

Lord God, We ask that your holy blessing rest upon this

image of Christ that we have placed within our home. We

pause in silent prayer to look upon this sacred image and to

call upon You, our God, to bless us with Your Holy

Presence as we do so. May thisacred image be for us a
gathering place for prayer in times of sorrow and trial, in
times of great rejoicin@nd blessing. May all who look upon

this sacred image be blessed with the awareness of Your

Love, Your Presence, Your Peace and Your Power inuy

lives. Amen.

The next day, September 15t we will remember
the feast of Our Lady of Sorrows and focus on Mary
as a faithful courageous sharer in Christ’s
sufferings, even to the end of His life. Through her
constant intercession, we too can have that same
faithfulness and courage as we unite our sufferings
to His. Each time we bless ourselves with the sign
of the cross, may we remember He is with us,
gracing us to get through each sorrow or suffering.
Easter Sunday does follow Good Friday...all year
long!

Ritual: For the next few months I will be sharing
insights from 189 Ways to Contact God, by Marlene
Halpin, O.P.

Carl Fisher, from Catechist Magazine, describes
the book this way: Helpful, concrete suggestions on
how to pray when life graces us with joyous,
ecstatic moments-and when it dishes out the other
stuff! May they be so! We begin with #1...The Sign
of the Cross (a perfect connection to our readings)
while making it, you could meditate on the Blessed
Trinity: In the name of the Father...our creating
God, who brings all into being and keeps all in
being. As you touch your forehead, dedicate to God
your knowledge, your thoughts, your plans and
your obligations. And of the Son...your redeeming
God, who gives us Jesus. As you touch your
breast, bring to God your loves, your affections,
and your desires. And of the Holy Spirit...your
sanctifying God, whose love makes you holy if you
allow it. As you touch your shoulders, bring to God
your going and your coming back, with all the
people and events of those movements and your
concerns about them. Amen! So be it...be safe in
God’s carel
