First Reading: Numbers 11:25-29 

Two men not considered prophets by the people began 

to prophesize, and this offended those who did not feel 

they were true prophets. But Moses explained that 

prophets are chosen by God, not the people. 
 

Second Reading: James 5:1-6 

James speaks out strongly against people who become 

rich by cheating their workers. He claims the wealth they 

have dishonestly collected will be a testimony against 

them on judgment day. 
 

Gospel: Mark 9:38-43, 45, 47-48 

Jesus explains to his disciples that it is acceptable for a 

person who is not part of their group to speak in his 

name, but he does warn them that anyone who tries to 

lead his followers astray will be severely punished. Jesus 

also discusses personal failing and the importance of 

taking whatever steps are necessary to avoid them. 
 

Reflecting on the readings  
First Reading: Numbers 11:25-29 

     There are many spiritual gifts at work in the parish. 

Among these gifts are: preaching, teaching, healing, 

celebrating, counseling, peacemaking, and leading. What 

examples of spiritual gifts have you observed in your 

parish? What gifts have you shared with the parish 

community? Why is it important that Christians follow 

Moses' example of generously sharing their gifts?  

     If you could have any one spiritual gift in abundance, 

what would you want it to be? Why? Who or what might 

help you to grow in this gift? 

Second Reading: James 5:1-6 

     Look back over James' letter. What one statement do 

you think is the most effective warning to the unjust 

rich? Why? What do you know about how migrant farm 

workers are sometimes treated unjustly? In what other 

occupations might workers be mistreated or cheated of 

just wages? How do you think a worker who has been 

cheated by a rich employer might feel about this 

reading?  

     In what ways do you share material goods with 

others? How do you think people your age can 

strengthen themselves against the temptation to gain 

riches unjustly? 

 

 

Gospel: Mark 9:38-43, 45, 47-48 

     When new pastors or other parish leaders arrive, how 

do you think they should be treated? How might we 

apply what Jesus says in today's gospel to the ways in 

which we support those who serve in his name?  

     In what ways can people give a good example to 

young children at home, at school, or in the community?  

     What does Jesus say about those who lead the little 

ones astray?  Why do you think Jesus uses exaggerated 

examples to call our attention to how our bodies can lead 

us into sin? Name some of the ways you have used your 

hands, feet, and eyes to help make God's reign visible to 

others.

Reflection: Twenty-sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time: 

In the first reading, Moses generously supports those 

who were gifted with prophecy, not clinging to his own 

prophetic office.  In the Gospel John and the disciples, 

unlike Moses, did not support the man who was doing 

good in Jesus’ name.  Jesus replies as Moses did…Do 

not prevent him…for whoever is not against us is for us!  

The second part of the Gospel goes in a different 

direction.  Even the smallest act done in Jesus’ name 

will be rewarded.  Jesus reminds us to separate ourselves 

from whatever causes us to sin…we must choose life, no 

matter what the cost.  This week, let us pray for one 

another that we will keep our eyes, our ears, our minds 

and hearts open to the wisdom of God all around and 

within us. Then pray for the courage to share that 

wisdom with others through our actions as well as our 

words.  (adapted from 2009 Sourcebook)

Ritual: From Marlene Halpin, O.P., we focus this week 

on another prayer starter, another way to contact God.  

At the very beginning of the Liturgy, the most sacred of 

our prayers, we prepare ourselves.  Before entering into 

the sacredness of the ceremony and celebrating the 

mysteries of our salvation, we take steps to come as 

worthily as we can, but not alone.  After the greeting, we 

look at what in our lives needs attention.  One of the 

forms of prayer that follows is:  I confess to almighty 

God, and to you, my brothers and sisters, that I have 

sinned.  Notice we do not call God “you”, but we do say 

you to one another, then continue generally about what 

was done or not done.  The community can pray this 

honestly together.  At the end, we ask for help…from 

whom?   Blessed Mary…the angels and saints, and you, 

my brothers and sisters! What a magnificent, supportive 

family we can call on for help…those in heaven and 

those with us on the journey. The other side of it is that 

everyone in church is asking for our supportive, 

prayerful help too. So we pray in and with the strength 

of all the other praying people present. What do you 

want to say to God about that?
