First Reading: Isaiah 35:4-7a Isaiah tells the 

people to be strong and unafraid.  God will save his 

people, and the blind will see, the deaf will hear, and 

the lame will walk.  Streams will come forth in the 

desert, the sandy ground will become springs of 

water. 

Second Reading: James 2:1-5 James encourages 

the people to never show favoritism.  He discusses 

an usher who escorted a rich man to the best seat, 

while ignoring a poor man.  God chose poor people 

to be rich in faith, so we should never judge people 

by their riches. 

Gospel: Mark 7:31-37 Some people brought a deaf 

man who could not speak to Jesus and begged him 

to lay his hand on the man.  Jesus opened the 

man’s ears and cured his speech impediment.  He 

ordered the people not to tell anyone, but they were 

too amazed to keep this to themselves. 

 

 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 

 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 

 

Reflecting on the readings  
 

First Reading: Isaiah 35:4-7a 

What are some of the things that happen in our 
world that cause you to feel fearful or hopeless? How 

do you handle those feelings? In what ways are you 

helped at such times by your faith? By your family 

and friends? By others?  

There are always people who are going through 

times of trouble or doubt, sickness or poverty. What 
are some of the ways people your age can help to 

communicate the healing love of Jesus to these 

people? 
 

Second Reading: James 2:1-5 
   In what ways are the poor sometimes shown less 
respect than those who have more money? Why is it 
easy for people to discriminate against the poor? 
What kinds of poverty are you aware of in your 
school or parish?  
    How can you and your friends be an example of 
God's special love for the poor? In what ways can 
you serve those who are poor in health or physical 
abilities? 
 

Gospel: Mark 7:31-37 
    How would you describe the friends of the deaf 
man? Why do you think Jesus took the deaf man 
aside? How did Jesus use his own body in the ritual 
of healing? Why do you think he groaned when he 
looked up to heaven? In what way is the man who is 
healed a sign of the Messiah's presence?  
    What does the example of Jesus teach us about 
how we are to respond to those who are hearing-
impaired or otherwise physically-challenged? In 
what ways can we be helpful to people who have 
speech impediments of any kind? 

A Family Perspective   
Labor Day is a good time to examine our work life. Is your 
work, career and projects so consuming that you are 
“deaf” to those around you?  Jesus says to you today: BE

Reflection: Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary 

Time--On this first Sunday in September, we are 

blessed with a beautifully poetic and visionary 

reading from Isaiah.  He gives encouragement to 

those who are afraid, and asks us to remind one 

another that we need to be strong and fear not!  He 

follows that with lovely images of God’s 

transformative and healing power in our lives and 

the restoration of the world around us.  We also 

heard part of a letter from James about favoritism 

in his day and now in our own.  It is so important 

to caution ourselves against this in our daily 

lives…judging others by externals!  Our words and 

actions should be giving encouragement to all 

those who may be poor in this world.  They may be 

far richer than we are in faith and can give us 

encouragement in our lives when we might be 

feeling spiritually poor.  Mark’s Gospel today is 

closely matched to the first reading because it is 

the story of the healing of the deaf man with the 

speech impediment.  The healing takes place in a 

sacramental way, not only with words, but with 

silent prayers and ritual gestures. The physical 

contact between Jesus and the man shows us the 

mediation of God’s curative power in human life, 

sometimes physical and often spiritual.  This is at 

the heart of our sacramental theology and practice.  

As God’s instruments and through His power, we 

too can be healers...burning sands can become 

pools and the thirsty ground, springs of water!  Let 

us be strong and fear not…God has promised to be 

with us and He faithfully keeps His promises!

Readers)

9-11-01...eight years and still so many 

questions…so many mixed emotions still dance 

around our minds and hearts.  Only one thing is 

sure and clear-- we have been called to peace by 

our God.  If possible, please join us at the  

8:00am Liturgy as we pray for a just peace in our 

whole world. Whether or not you are able to come, 

please try to reflect on these powerful words from 

one of my favorite hymns, This Is My Song ( #646). 

 

 

This is my song, O God of all the nations, a song of peace for 

lands afar and mine. 

This is my home, the country where my heart is, here are my hopes, 

my dreams, my holy shrine, 

but other hearts in other lands are beating with hopes and dreams 

as true and high as mine. 

 

My countryõs skies are bluer than the ocean, and sunlight beams 

on cloverleaf and pine, 

but other lands have sunlight too and clover, and skies are 

everywhere as blue as mine. 

O hear my song, thou God of all the nations, a song of peace for 

their land and for mine 

 

Reminder:   As we celebrate Labor Day this 

week, let us remember to thank God for our work… 

For the gift of work, we are grateful.  We are thankful for the 

dignity and creative challenge of our unique tasks.  For the work 

that ennobles us, that lifts up our spirits, we are grateful.  We 

thank you for those common tasks that we must perform each day, 

those necessary labors of life by which we are also able to create 

the Kingdom here in our midst. Help us, Lord, our God, to use the 

work of this day, to perform it with mindfulness and attention, with 

care and devotion, that it will be holy and healing for us and for all 

the earth.  Blessed are You, Lord, Our God, who enhances our 

lives with work.  Amen. (Adapted from Prayers for the Domestic Church) 

Let us also pray this week for all those who are 

looking for work, for those who are not receiving 

just wages, for those who are not treated with 

respect in their workplace, or not fully appreciated, 

for those working in sweatshops for US companies 

all around the world, for all those who are just not 

peaceful or happy in their present careers.  May all 

of them one day be able to pray the above prayer 

with us.
