The people Jesus had fed on five loaves of bread
follow him, and Jesus tells them they should not
be looking for perishable food, but for spiritual
food. The people want a sign that they should
believe in him. He explains that he is the bread of
life, and anyone who believes will not experience
hunger or thirst. The people did not fully
understand that he was speaking in the spiritual
sense, and not of actual food.

Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
August 2, 2009

OAmen, amen | say to you,
me not because you saw signs but because you
ate the loaves and were filled... So they said to
him, 'What can we do to accomplish the works
of God?' Jesus answered and said to them 'This
is the work of God, that you believe in the one
he sent'... Jesus said to them, 'l am the bread of
l'ife; whoever comes to me

Earlier Jesus used the five barley loaves and two
fish taken from the boy and fed the multitude.
They wanted more, and He gave it to them, more
than they realized. Their request to do the works of
God is the Lord's request to us. We are called to
feed the hungry, refresh the thirsty, clothe the
naked, welcome the stranger, care for prisoners,
visit the sick. These works express our belief in the
one who sent Him.

In these trying economic times, when the
challenges which surround us seem overwhelming,
maybe it is the right moment to begin doing the
work of God through the works of mercy. We need
not look far to find someone who needs the touch,
a sign of Jesus' compassion and concern. A twofold
benefit results d we do the work of God in Christ
Jesus, and the Christ in others recognizes His
work through us.

What's the difference between a solemnity, a
feast day, and a memorial?

Dear Carol,

Celebrations in the Church calendar are
named according to their rank or importance.
Solemnityis the highest rank a celebration can
have. The next rank ideast, a liturgical
celebration of an event in the life of Christ,
Mary, the Apostles, martyrs, and a few other
important saints.

Solemnities are usually celebrated by tivehole
Church, but celebrations may be maselemnities
for local churches. Our Lady @uadalupe is a
solemnity in Mexico and a feash the United
States.

A memorial is a feast day that
commemorates the day a saint died. An
obligatory memorial is celebrated by every
church in a diocese or country. The memowdl
Redemptorist Saint John Neumann, &xample,
is obligatory in the United Statebecause he
was the fourth bishop ofPhiladelphia. It's
also obligatory in Redemptorist churches
around the world.

Optional memorials are saints’ days an
individual priest can celebrate Monday through
Saturday if he chooses. For example, JeSaiint
Robert Bellarmine's memorial igbligatory in
Jesuit churches or in churcheamed for him, but
it's optional everywhereelse.

During Advent, Christmas, Lent, and Easter,
solemnities that fall on Sunday aren't
celebrated. During Ordinary Time, solemnitthat
fall on Sunday are celebrated, but feastsd
memorials that fall on Sundayren't.
