My Friends in the Lord Jesus,

We have begun the Season of Ordinary Time.
This season of the Church year is the longest of the
seasons and will end on the first Sunday of Advent in
November. The Season of Ordinary time has as a
focus the ministry and teachings of Jesus. During
this year's Season of Ordinary Time the Sunday gos-
pel reading will be taken from the Gospel according
to Luke.

The gospel writer St. Luke emphasizes in his
gospel accounts of Jesus the Lord’'s forgiveness,
mercy, compassion, and the healing of a variety of
illnesses of those who are infirmed. The gospel pas-
sage today of this unknown woman who offers her
gratitude to Jesus for having forgiven her sin and
setting her free from what ever it was that she was
suffering from emotionally and spiritually is just one
example.
