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 Dear Parishioners: 
 This Sunday, November 1, 2009 at 3:00 p.m. is St. Margaret’s Mass of Remembrance for all 
parishioners who died this past year.  We remember them in a special way this weekend.  Also on 
pages 8, 9 & 10 is our All Souls Remembrance list.   
 During a three week period in October the diocese takes a “head-count” of parishioners in 
every parish who attend church. It gives us an idea of where we stand this year in comparison to 
past years.  St. Margaret's averages 2,200 - 2,400 parishioners each weekend.  Our attendance is 
superb!  Every Mass has at least 55% of seating capacity, and oftentimes 75% or more. Our 
children’s Mass is usually filled to capacity.  Seating capacity for the upstairs church is 660 while 
downstairs is 600.  I think a reasonable estimate is that we probably rank around number 15 out of 
292 parishes throughout the Archdiocese for Mass attendance.  Many priests are discouraged when 
they celebrate Mass for so few people.   Not so here!  Whenever a substitute priest came this past 
year, their first observation was always about the number of people in attendance, especially 
families and young people.  The visiting priests really enjoyed coming here.  We have a lot going for 
us.  We need one another more so than in any other recent time. It is not easy to keep the faith in 
times like these.  To see so many of our neighbors coming together in church is an inspiration.  It is 
a worshiping community and a social gathering.  It goes to prove we can get along with the help of 
our friends and our God. 
 The statue of Mary on the hill behind the rectory was given in memory of Mary L. Caminita.  If 
anyone knows this family, would you please let me  know. 
 I want to thank Bob McFadries for donating another identical St. Margaret’s sign as the one 
that stands in front of our church.  We will find an appropriate place somewhere in front of the 
school. 
 I have encouraged our Eucharist Ministers to use the available sanitizers in the sacristy and 
sanctuary.  It is a real concern to do as much as we can during this swine flue crisis.  The sign of 
peace exchange may be a problem for some.  If so, any appropriate gesture is acceptable such as a 
wave, a smile, or a word.  A church building is hard to sanitize, what with the use of common 
missalette’s and so many people using the pews.  We will leave sanitizers at the entrance tables for 
all to use.  Let’s pray that we get through the crisis without a serious problem.
