Pastoral Planning for the
Archdiocese of Boston:

To fulfill the Gospel mission of the Church and to
meet the pastoral and spiritual needs of the Catholic
faithful, in 2006 Cardinal Sean began an Archdioce-
san planning process focused on five goals: 1. Be-
coming a Church that More Readily and Actively
Welcomes Every Man, Woman and Child to Conver-
sion of Life in Christ Jesus; 2. Strengthening our Par-
ishes as Primary Communities of Faith; 3. Growing
the Church through Evangelization; 4. Developing
Excellence in Faith Formation for Catholics of All
Ages; and 5. Re-energizing Pastoral Leadership. In
February 2011 Cardinal Sean appointed an Archdioc-
esan Pastoral Planning Committee to develop a pasto-
ral plan for the Archdiocese. Last month the APPC
presented a proposal addressing the second goal -
strengthening parishes - which would group the exist-
ing 290 parishes into approximately 125 collabora-
tives; each collaborative would be led by a Pastoral
Service Team made up of a pastor, deacon, pastoral
associate, director of religious education, business
manager, and administrative staff . Each collabora-
tive would also have a pastoral council and a finance
council, made up of representatives from each of the
parishes within the collaborative. This proposal is be-
ing presented to different groups throughout the Arch-
diocese for review and revision. A final recommen-
dation will be presented to Cardinal Sean in the
spring. There will be opportunities for interested pa-
rishioners to attend presentations of the proposal; date
and time to be announced. There is a website, Boston
Pastoral Planning, ,
which offers extensive information about the Archdi-
ocesan pastoral plan. Under the "2012 consultation"
link are the planning documents and videos of Cardi-
nal Sean, Monsignor Fay (chair of the APPC), and
Father Ahern (pastor of three parishes in Dorchester),
speaking about the planning goals and processes and
the proposed parish collaboratives. There are also
weekly articles on the Archdiocesan pastoral plan in
T h e fitpl/vowtw.the bostonpilot.com). Cardinal
Sean hopes that all Catholics will become informed
about the Archdiocesan pastoral plan and will help
prepare for the future.
