The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults is the process of study, exploration, and faith 

formation for you.  It is usually referred to by its initials: RCIA. 

 

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults is a process of initiation into the Catholic Community 

of Faith. It is a process which enables the study of the Gospels, Catholic teaching, Christian 

values, and the development and deepening of a life of prayer and action with the support and 

involvement of the parish community.  It is about the everyday conversion that all disciples of 

Christ are called to experience.
