What is BIDDY BASKETBALL?
Biddy Basketball is a basketball league offered to 1st and 2nd graders.  To encourage all players, lowered baskets and youth sized basketballs are used for each game.  Although the teams will play the standard four quarters at eight minutes each, we do not keep score.  
We encourage all players to bring their own youth sized basketball for practice and warm-ups; the coaches will not have a supply of basketballs.  All participants will receive a team shirt to wear for the games and a participation medal at the end of the season.
The season will run about seven weeks total on both Tuesday and Thursday evenings from March 20, 2012 until May 15 2011.  There will be at least 4 scheduled practice days during the season and the remainder will be games only.  This gives the players about ten Biddy Basketball games. 
Rules for Biddy Basketball

1. Being a church sponsored league, we will begin the first game of the Biddy Basketball season with a prayer from our pastor, Fr. Andre.

2. We ask that all people in attendance abide by a simple code of conduct.  Be respectful of others, anyone using profanity at Biddy Basketball will be asked to leave immediately. Parents are not to question or argue calls made by the referee.  Only the coaches will interact will the referee during the game. 
3. Wilson Gym has strict rules that everyone must follow or we will not be allowed to continue to use the facility. First, no alcohol, no smoking and no dogs are allowed on the premises. If you break something, you must pay to replace that item.  No food is allowed in the gym. Please only bring water to drink in the facility. Lastly, keep all of your children supervised and sitting in the gym with you. They may only enter the office area to use the restroom.  That area is not a play area!!  There is always a custodian on staff so we will be monitored.  Please allow us to continue to use Wilson Gym by following the rules.   

Other Information

We only have limited time each night at Wilson gym. Games and practices will be scheduled each hour starting at 4pm and running up until 8pm.  Thus, this league must be limited to eight teams of eight players maximum; that is 64 players total.  If you are considering signing up, do so quickly so your child will be placed on a team.

This league will be run solely by volunteers, so please step up to help.  Please let Lynne Knowd know how you would like to help. Coaching applications are available on this website so please fill out the necessary forms to help out.  Please note: coaches and assistant coaches will be screened through the Diocese of San Diego.  

Coaches and assistants will be responsible for teaching their players about the game of basketball so experience in the sport is preferred. Time keepers will be responsible for keeping the time for each quarter of the game. No basketball experience is necessary to be a time keeper. Team parents and coaches will be accountable and responsible for insuring the gym rules are followed by their respective teams. Team parents will also be responsible for helping the coaches with the organization of the team.
Also, we are in need of volunteer referees.  Referees may be from twelve years old and up and should be knowledgeable in basketball.  We want to teach these children how to play basketball, so these referees must be patient and willing to teach these young players the rules.
The $65 cost for each player includes use of the gym, shirts and medals.  Immaculate Heart of Mary Catholic Church is sponsoring the insurance portion of the league.
