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A note from Fr. Joe Mulcrone:

The CHICAGO CHILDREN’S ADVOCACY CENTER serves over 3,000 children in 
Chicago each year who suffer sexual abuse.  Many of these children cannot return home. 
Why?  Because that is where the abuse happened.  Yet, these children need and want to 
go to school in the Fall.  These children often come to the Center with nothing of their 
own.  When they return to school, they do not have any supplies or any uniform clothes.

So, these children feel that everyone knows they are “different”!

Get a backpack, fill it with some of 
the supplies listed on the other side of this page, throw in a pair of slacks and/or a 
uniform shirt, then….

This year, there is a “tax holiday on school supplies” in Illinois from Aug. 6 to Aug. 15 – state tax 
on anything kids need for school is reduced to 1.25%.  The holiday applies to clothing and shoes 
under $100, along with school supplies such as binders, calculators, notebooks, paper, crayons 
and lunch boxes.
