6. How does the Apostles Creed reflect the Christian belief that God is “triune” (three in

one)?



7. What does the Apostles’ Creed tell us about the relationship between the Creator God of

the Old Testament and Jesus Christ?

8. Read Deuteronomy 6:4 and 6:21-25.  These are ancient Israelite confessions which

provide the foundation of Christian belief.  What do these verses say about God?

9. The earliest Christian belief (or creed) seems to have been simply “Jesus is Lord.”  What

does this mean for our lives as Christians?

10.  How do you think learning the basic creeds of the church is like learning the basics of

reading or math?
