Mission Statement

Our Goal
By providing a caring, nurturing environment, we seek to develop in children a love of God, a sense of spirituality, an appreciation for their community, and a continuing respect for themselves and others.  Young children will have the opportunity to explore, create and learn through play and structured activities for active learners.

Parents and families will be involved in the learning process and be empowered to be their child’s primary educator through life…in school, in the world, and in faith.

Our staff team will not only meet the standards set by the State of Ohio, but also be required to attend faith formation courses to continue their own faith journey.

At St. John’s the Baptist Catholic Preschool, we will help the children make choices that will strengthen the roots of their faith, while incorporating Kindergarten readiness activities into the uniquely Catholic environment.

Curriculum Highlights

Our curriculum is designed upon the faith and love of Jesus Christ while also preparing students for kindergarten readiness skills.  The following areas are integral to the program:

Spiritual – nurturing a respect for God, self, others and all of God’s creation


Social – promoting courteous interaction between adults and other children


Cognitive – acquiring, sorting, and retrieving information


Language – developing communication skills through listening, speaking and reading


Physical – developing large and small muscle control and co-ordination

Weekly themes based on the fundamentals of the Catholic Faith including creed, sacraments, scripture and prayer, will be planned.  Activities will include listening/direction following, number/letter explorations, large/small group activities, role/dramatic playing, exposure to various forms of literature, manipulating tools such as pencils, crayons, markers, scissors, etc., outdoor play, musical appreciation, artistic expression, problem solving, scientific explorations, student-directed learning centers, attention to personal wellness strategies, and assessment.

Class sessions are Monday & Wednesday mornings or Tuesday & Thursday mornings, with an optional third day offered on Friday mornings.

Date and Location

Registration for St. John the Baptist Catholic Parish families will be held Monday, March 21, 2011 from 6-8 p.m. in the Glandorf Elementary cafeteria.  First priority will be given to St. John’s the Baptist Catholic Church parishioners. 
Open registration for surrounding church communities will be held Monday, March 28, 2011 in the Glandorf Elementary cafeteria.


Registration Process

The registration procedure will be a lottery process.  From 6:00-6:15 each family registering a child will be given a number from a double numbered ticket, the second ticket will be placed into a jar.  Beginning at 6:15, numbers will be randomly drawn from the jar to determine who will be first, second, third, etc. to register their child.  These numbers will also be written on a board for viewing.  

Once the person holding the matching ticket number is called, they will come forth with their paperwork and registration fee.  They will state the day and time they wish their child(ren) to be enrolled and pay their fee.  (No one will be considered registered until their fee has been paid.  They can not “hold” a spot without payment at the time of registration.)  Enrollment and medical forms will then be given, along with information on the Open House to be held in the Summer.  

It is the belief that the lottery system is a fair way to register families, as no one will know who is holding which number, or when that number will be pulled.  This process also avoids families feeling the need to wait in line for extended periods of time because no priority will be given to anyone who comes first.  If parents have their paperwork filled out prior to coming, the process should also move along smoothly and quickly.  Please note: Doors will not open until 6:00. Please do not arrive prior to 6:00.
Registration Form

Attached to this informational packet, you will find a Registration Form.  Please have this completed and bring it with you at the time of registration to help things move along quickly.  After you have chosen your class/session time and paid your registration fee, you will be given additional paperwork, such as emergency and medical forms, that must be completed and returned at our Open House during the summer (date TBA).
Be aware that by completing the enclosed registration forms, you are not guaranteed enrollment into the Preschool program.  You will be considered enrolled upon receipt of payment of the registration fee at the time of registration and completion of all registration paperwork.
ALSO NOTE: Number of classes will be dependent on the number of children registered, but will not exceed the limit of 82 students for school year 2011-2012.
Please bring this completed registration packet, along with the non-refundable registration fee of $35.00, per each child enrolled, to registration.  Checks or money orders can be made payable to St. John’s Catholic Preschool.
