4. Posters should consist of large lettering and few words.
. Students may use crayon, watercolor, poster paint, markers, ink, cut paper, tissue
paper, and fabric. Please do not use materials that may smear, crack, or chip.
6. Students must work on posters individually; a poster created by two or more
students will be disqualified.
7. Only original art work will be accepted, (no trade-marked, copyrighted materials,
or reproduction of popular cartoon characters, e.g., Snoopy, Bart Simpson, etc.)
8. The back of every poster must list:
Name of Student
St. Joseph Religious Ed or name of school,
contact information and parent signature.
9. Prizes will be awarded at Family Lenten Celebration February 6th.
